In addition to creating rights for you and other employees, ERISA imposes duties on the people responsible
for the operation of your employee benefit plan. The people who operate your plan are called plan fiduciaries.
They must handle your plan prudently and in the best interest of you and other plan participants and
beneficiaries. No one, including your employer, your union, or any other person, may fire you or otherwise
discriminate against you in any way to prevent you from obtaining a welfare benefit or exercising your right
under ERISA. Ifyour claim for welfare benefits is denied, in whole or in part, you must receive a written
explanation of the reason for the denial. You have the right to have your claims reviewed and reconsidered.

Timely Access to Care

Anthem has contracted with health care senvice Providers to provide Covered Senvices in a manner appropriate
for your condition, consistent with good professional practice. Anthem ensures that its contracted Provider
networks have the capacity and availability to offer appointments within the following timeframes:

For Medical care:

1 Urgent Care appointments for servicesthat do not require prior authorization: within forty-eight (48)
hours of the request for an appointment;

1 Urgent Care appointments for servicesthat require prior authorization: within ninety-six (96) hours of
the request for an appointment;

1 Non-Urgent appointments for primary care: within ten (10) business days of the request for an
appointment;

1 Non-Urgent appointments with Specialists: within fifteen (15) business days of the request for an
appointment;

1 Appointmentsfor ancillary services (diagnosis or treatment of an injury, illness or other health
condition) that are not urgent care: within fifteen (15) business days of the request for an appointment.

For Mental Health and Substance Abuse care:

1 Urgent Care appointments for servicesthat do not require prior authorization: within forty-eight (48)
hours of the request for an appointment;

1 Urgent Care appointments for servicesthat require prior authorization: within ninety-six (96) hours of
the request for an appointment;

1 Non-Urgent appointments with mental health and substance abuse providerswho are not
psychiatrists: within ten (10) business days of the request for an appointment;

1 Non-Urgent appointments with mental health and substance abuse providers who are psychiatrists:
within fifteen (15) business days of the request for an appointment. Due to accreditation standards, the date
will be ten (10) business days for the initial appointment only.

If a health care Provider determines that the waiting time for an appointment can be extended without a
detrimental impact on your health, the Provider may schedule an appointment for a later time than noted
above.

Anthem arranges for telephone triage or screening senices for you twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7)
days per week with a waiting time of no more than thirty (30) minutes. If Anthem contracts with a health care
senice Provider for telephone triage or screening senices, the Provider will utilize a telephone answering
machine and/or an answering senice and/or office staff, during and after business hours, to inform you of the wait
time for a return call from the Provider or how the Member may obtain Urgent or Emergency Care or how to
contact another Provider who is on-call for telephone triage or screening senices.

With few exceptions, most orally administered anti-cancer medications are considered Specialty Drugs (see paragraph
abowe). For orally administered anti-cancer medications that may be obtained through a Retail Pharmacy, the
Copayment / Coinsurance for a 30-day supply will not exceed the lesser of the applicable Copayment/ Coinsurance as
stated in that section or $250. For orally administered anti-cancer medications that may be obtained through our Home
Delivery Pharmacy, the Copayment / Coinsurance for a 90-day supply will not exceed the lesser of the applicable
Copayment / Coinsurance stated in that section or $750.

Schedule Il Controlled Substances

Prescription Orders for Schedule Il controlled substances may be partially filled by a pharmacist, if requested by you or
your Physician. A partial fill means a part of a Prescription Order filled that is of a quantity less than the entire
prescription. For oral, solid dosage forms of prescribed Schedule Il controlled substances that are partially filled, your
cost share will be prorated accordingly.

In-Network Services

Identification Card

We will give an Identification Card to each Member enrolled in the Plan. When you get care, you must show
your Identification Card. Only a Member who has paid the Premiums for this Plan has the right to senices or
benefits under this Booklet. If anyone gets senices or benefits to which they are not entitled to under the
terms of this Booklet, he/she must pay for the actual cost of the senices.



Getting Approval for Benef

Your Plan includes the process of Utilization Review to decide when senices are Medically Necessary or
Experimental/lnvestigational as those terms are defined in this Booklet. Utilization Review aids the delivery of
cost-effective health care by reviewing the use of treatments and, when proper, lewel of care and/or the
setting or place of senice that they are performed.

Reviewing Where Services Are Provided

A senice must be Medically Necessary to be a Covered Senvice. When level of care, setting or place of
senice is reviewed, senices that can be safely given to you in a lower level of care or lower cost setting /
place of care, will not be Medically Necessary if they are given in a higher level of care, or higher cost setting /
place of care. This means that a request for a senice may be denied because it is not Medically Necessary
for the senvice to be provided where it is being requested. When this happens the senice can be requested
again in another place and will be reviewed again for Medical Necessity. At times a different Provider or
Facility may need to be used in order for the senice to be considered Medically Necessary. Examples
include, but are not limited to:

1 A senice may be denied on an inpatient basis at a Hospital but may be approvable if provided on an
outpatient basis at a Hospital.

1 A senice may be denied on an outpatient basis at a Hospital but may be approvable at a free
standing imaging center,infu si on center, Ambul atory Surgical Fac

1 A senice may be denied at a Skilled Nursing Facility but may be approvable in a home setting.

Utilization Review criteria will be based on many sources including medical policy and clinical guidelines.

Anthem may decide that a treatment that was asked for is not Medically Necessary if a clinically equivalent

treat ment that is more cost effective is availabl e an
for most Members, will give you similar results for a disease or condition.

If you have any questions about the utilization review process, the medical policies or clinical guidelines, you
may call the Member Senices phone number on the back of your Identification Card.

Coverage for or payment of the service or treatment reviewed is not guaranteed even if we decide
your services are Medically Necessary. For benefitsto be covered, on the date you get service:

1 You must be eligible for benefits;

1 The senice or supply must be a Covered Senice under your Plan;
1 The senice cannot be subject to an Exclusion under your Plan; and
1 You must not have exceeded any applicable limits under your Plan.

Types of Reviews

1 Pre-service Review — A review of a senice, treatment or admission for a benefit coverage determination
which is done before the senice or treatment begins or admission date.

- Precertification — A required Pre-senice Review for a benefit coverage determination for a senvice
or treatment. Certain senices require Precertification. The benefit coverage review will include a
review to decide whether the senice meets the definition of Medical Necessity or is Experimental /
Investigational as those terms are defined in this Booklet.



For admissions following Emergency Care, you, your authorized representative or Doctor must tell us
within 24 hours of the admission or as soon as possible within a reasonable period of time.

For childbirth admissions, Precertification is not needed for the first 48 hours for a vaginal delivery or
96 hours for a cesarean section. Admissions longer than 48/96 hours require Precertification.

For inpatient Hospital stays for mastectomy surgery, including the length of Hospital stays associated
with mastectomy, Precertification is not needed.

1 Continued Stay / Concurrent Review — A Utilization Review of a senice, treatment or admission for a
benefit coverage determination which must be done during an ongoing stay in a facility or course of
treatment.

Both Pre-Senice and Continued Stay / Concurrent Reviews may be considered urgent when, in the view
of the treating Provider or any Doctor with knowledge of your medical condition, without such care or
treatment, your life or health or your ability to regain maximum function could be seriously threatened or
you could be subjected to severe pain that cannot be adequately managed without such care or
treatment. Urgent reviews are conducted under a shorter timeframe than standard reviews.

1 Post service Review — A review of a senvice, treatment or admission for a benefit coverage that is conducted
after the senice has been provided. Post-senice reviews are performed when a senice, treatment or
admission did not need a Precertification, or when a needed Precertification was not obtained. Post-senice
reviews are done for a senice, treatment or admission in which we have a related clinical coverage guideline
and are typically initiated by us.

Senvices for which Precertification is required (i.e., senices that need to be reviewed by us to determine
whether they are Medically Necessary) are, the following:

1 Allinpatient Hospital admissions (except inpatient Hospital stays for mastectomy surgery, including the
length of Hospital stays associated with mastectomy);

1 Inpatient Facility treatment for Mental Health and Substance Abuse Senices and residential treatment
(including detoxification and rehabilitation);

Skilled Nursing Facility stays;

Organ and Tissue Transplants, Coronary Artery Bypass Surgeries, peripheral stem cell replacement and
similar procedures;

Bariatric surgical procedures;

All Infusion Therapy (in any setting) inclusive of Specialty Drugs and related senvices (for each Course of
Therapy) in any setting, includi ng, entudutpatienttHospitdl mi t e d
or clinic, or your home or other residential setting;

1 Home Health Care. This does not apply to senices provided for outpatient mental health and substance
abuse;

1 Diagnostic treatment, wherever performed. This does not apply to senices provided for outpatient mental
health and substance abuse;

Surgical procedures, wherever performed;

All interventional spine pain, elective hip, knee, and shoulder arthroscopic / open sport medicine, and
outpatient spine surgery procedures;

91 Specific diagnostic procedures, including advanced imaging procedures, wherever performed, such as:

Who is Responsible for Precertification?

Typically, In-Network Providers know which senices need Precertification and will get any Precertification
when needed. Your Primary Care Physician and other In-Network Providers have been given detailed
information about these procedures and are responsible for meeting these requirements. Generally, the
ordering Provider, Facility or attendingDoctor( “r equesting Provider”) wild.l
Precertification review. However, you may request a Precertification or you may choose an authorized
representative to act on your behalf for a specific request. The authorized representative can be anyone who
is 18 years of age or older.

NOTE: For an Emergency Care admission, precertification isnot required. However, you, your
authorized representative or Doctor must tell uswithin 24 hours of the admission or as soon as
possible within a reasonable period of time.

Failure to Obtain Precertification Penalty for Out-of-Network Services: If you or your Out-of-Network
Provider do not obtain the required precertification for an Out-of-Network service, a $500 penalty will
apply. Thisdoes not apply to Medically Necessary Inpatient Facility Services from an In-Network or
BlueCard Provider.

How Decisionsare Made

We use our clinical coverage guidelines, such as medical policy, clinical guidelines, and other applicable
policies and procedures to help make our Medical Necessity decisions. This includes decisions about
Prescription Drugs aPresaigtion®rudsaAddinistared byla MedsatRrdvideo n " “.
Medical policies and clinical guidelines reflect the standards of practice and medical interventions identified as
proper medical practice. We reserve the right to review and update these clinical coverage guidelines from
time to time.

You are entitled to ask for and get, free of charge, reasonable access to any records concerning your request.

Decision and Notice Requirements

We will review requests for Medical Necessity according to the timeframes listed below. The timeframes and
requirements listed are based on state and federal laws. Where state laws are stricter than federal laws, we



will follow state laws. If you live in and/or get senices in a state other than the state where your Contract was
issued other state-specific requirements may apply. You may call the phone number on the back of your
Identification Card for more details.

If more information is needed to make our decision, we will tell the requesting Provider of the specific
information needed to finish the review. If we do not get the specific information we need by the required
timeframe, we will make a decision based upon the information we have.

We will notify you and your Provider of our decision as required by state and federal law. Notice may be
given by one or more of the following methods: verbal, written, and/or electronic.

For a copy of the Medical Necessity Review Process, please contact Member Senices at the telephone
number on the back of your Identification Card.

Revoking or modifying a Precertification Review decision. Anthem will determine in advance whether
certain senices (including procedures and admissions) are Medically Necessary and are the appropriate
length of stay, if applicable. These review decisions may be revoked or modified prior to the senice being
rendered for reasons including but not limited to the following:

1  Your coverage under this Plan ends;

1 The Agreement with the Group terminates;

1 You reach a benefit maximum that applies to the senice in question;

Your benefits under the Plan change so that the senice is no longer covered or is covered in a different
way.

Important Information

Anthem may, from time to time, waive, enhance, change or end certain medical management processes
(including utilization management, case management, and disease management) and/or offer an alternate
benefit if in our discretion, such change furthers the provision of cost effective, value based and/or quality
senvices.

We may also select certain qualifying Providers to take part in a program or a Provider arrangement that
exempts them from certain procedural or medical management processes that would otherwise apply. We
may also exempt your claim from medical review if certain conditions apply.

Just because Anthem exempts a process, Provider or Claim from the standards which otherwise would apply,
it does not mean that Anthemwill do so in the future, or will do so in the future for any other Provider, claim or
Member. Anthem may stop or change any such exemption with or without advance notice.



You may find out whether a Provider is taking part in certain programs or a Provider arrangement by checking
your on-line Provider Directory or contacting the Member Senices number on the back of your ID card.

We also may identify certain Providers to review for potential fraud, waste, abuse or other inappropriate
activity if the claims data suggests there may be inappropriate billing practices. If a Provider is selected under
this program, then we may use one or more clinical utilization management guidelines in the review of claims
submitted by this Provider, even if those guidelines are not used for all Providers delivering senices to this

Health Plan Individual Case Management

Our health plan individual case management programs (Case Management) help coordinate senices for
Members with health care needs due to serious, complex, and/or chronic health conditions. Our programs
coordinate benefits and educate Members who agree to take part in the Case Management program to help
meet their health-related needs.

Our Case Management programs are confidential and voluntary and are made available at no extra cost to
you. These programs are provided by, or on behalf of and at the request of, your health plan case
management staff. These Case Management programs are separate from any Covered Senices you are
receiving.

If you meet program criteria and agree to take part, we will help you meet your identified health care needs.
This is reached through contact and team work with you and/or your chosen authorized representative,
treating Doctor(s), and other Providers.

In addition, we may assist in coordinating care with existing community-based programs and senices to meet
your needs. This may include giving you information about external agencies and community -based
programs and senices.

In certain cases of severe or chronic illness or injury, we may provide benefits for alternate care that is not
listed as a Covered Senice. We may also extend Covered Senvices beyond the Benefit Maximums of this
Plan. We will make our decision case-by-case, if in our discretion the alternate or extended benefit is in the
best interest of you and Anthem and you or your authorized representative agree to the alternate or extended
benefit. For alternate care, we will ask you or your authorized representative to agree in writing. A decision
to provide extended benefits or approve alternate care in one case does not obligate us to provide the same
benefits again to you or to any other Member. We resenve the right, at any time, to alter or stop providing
extended benefits or approving alternate care. In such case, we will notify you or your authorized
representative in writing.

Acute Care at Home Programs

Anthem has programs available that offer acute care to Members where they live as an alternative to staying

in a Facility, when the Member’s condition and the Co
home setting. We refer to these programs as Acute Care at Home Programs. These programs provide care

for active, short-term treatment of a severe injury or episode of illness, an urgent medical condition, or during

recovery from surgery. Acute care senices are generally delivered by teams of health care Providers from a

range of medical and surgical specialties. The Acute Care at Home Programs are separate from our Home

Care Services benefit, are only available in certain
home meets accessibility requirements.

Cowered Senvices provided by Acute Care at Home Programs may include Physician senices (either in-
person or via telemedicine), diagnostic senices, surgery, home care senices, home infusion therapy,
Prescription Drugs administered by a Provider, therapy senices, and follow-up care in the community.



Prescription Drugs at a Retail or Mail Order Pharmacy are not included in these Programs. Benefits for those

Drugs are described under the “Prescription Drug Bene
Pharmacy” section. Acut e Care at Home oPetuptlensedicitne may a
technology for in-home patient monitoring, and may include coverage for meals.

Members who qualify for these programs will be contacted by our Provider, who will discuss how treatment
will be structured, and what costs may be required for the senices. Benefit limits that might otherwise apply
to outpatient or home care senices, (e.g., home care visits, physical therapy, etc.), may not apply to these

programs.

Your participation in these programs is wluntary. If you choose to participate, your Provider will discuss the
length of time that benefits are available under the program (e.g., the Acute Care at Home Benefit Period)
when you enroll. The Acute Care at Home Benefit Period typically begins on the date your Acute Care at
Home Provider sets up senices in your home, and lasts until the date you are discharged from the Program.

Any Cowered Senices received before or after the Acute Care at Home Benefit Period will be covered
according to the other benefits of this Plan.

Allergy Services

Your Plan includes benefits for Medically Necessary allergy testing and treatment, including allergy serum
and allergy shots.

Ambulance Services

Medically Necessary ambulance senices are a Covered Senice as described in this section when you are
transported by a state licensed vehicle that is designed, equipped, and used only to transport the sick and
injured and staffed by Emergency Medical Technicians (EMT), paramedics, or other certified medical
professionals. Ambulance senices include medical and mental health Medically Necessary non-Emergency
ambulance transportation, including psychiatric transportation for safety issues. Ambulance Senices do not
include transportation by car, taxi, bus, gurney van, wheelchair van and any other type of transportation (other
than a licensed ambulance), even ifit is the only way to travel to a Provider.

Ambulance senices are a Covered Senice when one or more of the following criteria are met:

9 For ground ambulance, you are taken:

- From your home, the scene of an accident or medical Emergency to a Hospital;

- Between Hospitals, including when we require you to mowve from an Out-of-Network Hospital to an In-
Network Hospital;

- Between a Hospital and a Skilled Nursing Facility or other approved Facility.

i Forair (fixed wing and rotary wing air transportation) or water ambulance, you are taken:
- From the scene of an accident or medical Emergency to a Hospital;



- Between Hospitals, including when we require you to mowve from an Out-of-Network Hospital to an In-
Network Hospital;

- Between a Hospital and an approved Facility.

Non-Emergency ambulance senices are subject to Medical Necessity reviews by us. Emergency ground
ambulance senices do not require Precertification and are allowed regardless of whether the Provider is an
In-Network or Out-of-Network Provider.

When using an air ambulance for non-Emergency transportation, we reserve the right to select the air
ambulance Provider. If you do not use the air ambulance Provider we select, no benefits will be available.

You must be taken to the nearest Facility that can give care for your condition. In certain cases we may
approve benefits for transportation to a Facility that is not the nearest Facility.

Benefits also include Medically Necessary treatment of a sickness or injury by medical professionals from an
ambulance senice, even if you are not taken to a Facility.

Ambulance senices are not covered when another type of transportation can be used without endangering
your health. Ambulance senices for your convenience or the convenience of your family or Doctor are not a
Cowered Senice.

Other non-covered ambulance senices include, but are not limited to, trips to:

T A Doctor’'s office or c¢clinic;

1 A morgue or funeral home.

If provided through the 911 emergency response system, ambulance charges are covered if it is reasonably
believed that a medical Emergency existed even if you are not transported to a Hospital. Payment of benefits
for ambulance senices may be made directly to the Provider of senice unless proof of payment is received
by us prior to the benefits being paid.

IN SOME AREAS A 911 EMERGENCY RESPONSE SYSTEM HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED. THIS SYSTEM

IS TO BE USED ONLY WHEN THERE IS AN EMERGENCY MEDICAL CONDITION THAT REQUIRES AN
EMERGENCY RESPONSE.

IF YOU REASONABLY BELIEVE THAT YOU ARE EXPERIENCING AN EMERGENCY, YOU SHOULD
CALL 911 OR GO DIRECTLY TO THE NEAREST HOSPITAL EMERGENCY ROOM.

Important Notes on Air Ambulance Benefits

Benefits are only available for air ambulance when it is not appropriate to use a ground or water ambulance.
For example, if using a ground ambulance would endanger your health and your medical condition requires a
more rapid transport to a Facility than the ground ambulance can provide, the Plan will cover the air
ambulance. Air ambulance will also be covered if you are in an area that a ground or water ambulance
cannot reach.

Air ambulance will not be covered if you are taken to a Hospital that is not an acute care Hospital (such as a
Skilled Nursing Facility or a rehabilitation facility

Hospital to Hospital Transport
If you are moving from one Hospital to another, air ambulance will only be covered if using a ground

ambulance would endanger your health and if the Hospital that first treats cannot give you the medical
senices you need. Certain specialized senices are not available at all Hospitals. For example, burn care,



cardiac care, trauma care, and critical care are only available at certain Hospitals. To be cowvered, you must
be taken to the closest Hospital that can treat you. Coverage is not available for air ambulance transfers
simply because you, your family, or your Provider prefers a specific Hospital or Physician.

Clinical Trials

Benefits include coverage for senices, such as routine patient care costs, given to you as a qualified insured
in an approved clinical trial if the senices are Covered Senices underthis Plan. A “ g u & Inis fu meads ”
that you meet both of the following conditions:

a) You are eligible to participate in an approved clinical trial, according to the clinical trial protocol, for the
treatment of cancer or another life-threatening disease or condition.
b) Either of the following applies:

i. The referring health care professional is an In-Network Provider and has concluded that your
participation in the clinical trial would be appropriate because you meet the conditions of subparagraph
(@).

ii. You provide medical and scientific information establishing that your participation in the clinical trial
would be appropriate because you meet the conditions of subparagraph (a).

An ppadgoved clinical trial” means a ph ascendictedirprdlation e
to the prevention, detection, or treatment of cancer or another life-threatening disease or condition. The term
“life-threatening disease or condition” means a disease or condition from which the likelihood of death is
probable unless the course of the disease or conditionis interrupted.

Benefits are limited to the following trials:

- A qualified non-governmental research entity identified in the guidelines issued by the National
Institutes of Health for center support grants.

- Any of the following in i-iii below if the study or investigation has been reviewed and approved through
a system of peer review that the Secretary of Health and Human Senjices determines 1) to be
comparable to the system of peer review of studies and investigations used by the National Institutes
of Health, and 2) assures unbiased review of the highest scientific standards by qualified individuals
who have no interest in the outcome of the review.

If one or more In-Network Providers is conducting an approved clinical trial, y our Plan may require you to use
an In-Network Provider to utilize or maximize your benefits if the In-Network Provider accepts you as a clinical
trial participant. It may also require that an approved clinical trial be located in California, unless the clinical
trial is not offered or available through an In-Network Provider in California.

Routine patient care costs include drugs, items, devices, and senices provided to you in connection with an
approved clinical trial that would otherwise be covered by this Plan, including:

Drugs, items, devices, and senvices typically covered absent a clinical trial;

Drugs, items, devices, and senvices required solely for the provision of an investigational drug, item,
device, or senvce;

Drugs, items, devices, and senvices required for the clinically appropriate monitoring of the investigational
drug, item, device, or senice;

Drugs, items, devices, and senvices provided for the prevention of complications arising from the provision
of the investigational drug, item, device, or senice;

Drugs, items, devices, and senices needed for the reasonable and necessary care arising from the
provision of the investigational drug, item, device, or senice, including diagnosis and treatment of
complications.
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Cost sharing (Copayments, Coinsurance, and Deductibles) for routine patient care costs will be the same as
that applied to the same senices not delivered in a clinical trial, except that the In-Network cost sharing and
Out-of-Pocket Limit will apply if the clinical trial is not offered or available through an In-Network Provider.

All requests for clinical trials senices, including senices that are not part of approved clinical trials, will be
reviewed according to our Clinical Coverage Guidelines, related policies and procedures.



Your Plan is not required to provide benefits for the following senices. We reserve our right to exclude any of
the following senices:

The Investigational item, device, or senice itself; or

Items and senices that are given only to satisfy data collection and analysis needs and that are not used
in the direct clinical management of the patient; or

1 A senice thatis clearly inconsistent with widely accepted and established standards of care for a
particular diagnosis;

1 Any item or senice that is paid for, or should have been paid for, by the sponsor of the trial.
Dental Services

Preparing the Mouth for Medical Treatments

Your Plan includes coverage for dental senices to prepare the mouth for medical senices and treatments
such as radiation therapy to treat cancer and prepare for transplants. Covered Senvices include:

1 Evaluation

1 Dental x-rays

1 Extractions, including surgical extractions
1 Anesthesia

Treatment of Accidental Injury

Benefits are also available for dental work needed to treat injuries to the jaw, sound natural teeth, mouth or
face as aresult of an accident. An injury that results from chewing or biting is not considered an Accidental
Injury under this Plan, unless the chewing or biting results from a medical or mental condition.

Admissions for dental senices up to three (3) days of inpatient Hospital senices when a Hospital stay is
Medically Necessary due to an unrelated medical condition.

Benefits are available for the senices of a Physician or dentist treating an Accidental Injury to your natural
teeth when you receive treatment within one (1) year following the injury or within one (1) year following your
Effective Date, whichewer is later. Emergency senices to your natural teeth as a result of an Accidental Injury
that occurs following your Effective Date are also eligible for coverage. Treatment excludes orthodontia.
Damage to your teeth due to chewing or biting is not an Accidental Injury, unless the chewing or biting results
from a medical or mental condition.

General anesthesia and associated Facility charges for dental procedures in a Hospital or surgery center is

cowered if Member is:

1 Under sewven (7) years of age; or

1 Dewelopmentally disabled regardless of age; or

T The Member’'s health is compromi sed and general anes
Important: If you decide to receive dental senices that are not covered under this Booklet, an In-Network

Provider who is a dentist may charge you his or her usual and customary rate for those senices. Prior to

providing you with dental senices that are not a Covered Senice, the dentist should provide a treatment plan
that includes each anticipated senice to be provided and the estimated cost of each senice. If you would like



more information about the dental senices that are covered under this Booklet, please call us at the Member
Senvices telephone number listed on your Identification Card. To fully understand your coverage under this
plan, please carefully review this Booklet.

Diabetes Equipment, Education,and Supplies

Benefits for Covered Senices and supplies for the treatment of diabetes are provided on the same basis, at
the same cost shares, as any other medical condition. Benefits will be provided for:

1 The following Diabetes Equipment and Supplies:

- Glucose monitors, including monitors designed to assist the visually impaired, and blood glucose
testing strips.

- Insulin pumps and related necessary supplies.
- Pen delivery systems for Insulin administration.

- Podiatric devices, such as therapeutic shoes and shoe inserts, to prevent and treat diabetes -related
complications. These devices are covered under yol

- Visual aids (but not eyeglasses) to help the visually impaired to properly dose Insulin.

These equi pment and supplies are covered under your
“Durabl e Medical Equi pment and Me dlMededl andSaugicat es, Or t
Supplies” later in this section).

Your Plan includes benefits for durable medical equipment and medical devices when the equipment meets
the following criteria:

Is meant for repeated use and is not disposable.

Is used for a medical purpose and is of no further use when medical need ends.
Is meant for use outside a medical Facility.

Is only for the use of the patient.

Is made to serve a medical use.

Is ordered by a Provider.
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Cowered Senvces include but are not limited to:

Standard curved handle or quad cane and replacement supplies.
Standard or forearm crutches and replacement supplies.

Dry pressure pad for a mattress.

IV pole.

Enteral pump and supplies.

1 Phototherapy blankets for treatment of jaundice in newborns.

Benefits include purchase-only equipment and devices (e.g., crutches and customized equipment), purchase
or rent-to-purchase equipment and devices (e.g., Hospital beds and wheelchairs), and continuous rental
equipment and devices (e.g., oxygen concentrator, ventilator, and negative pres sure wound therapy devices).
Continuous rental equipment must be approved by us. We may limit the amount of coverage for ongoing
rental of equipment. We may not cover more in rental costs than the cost of simply purchasing the
equipment.

Benefits include repair and replacement costs as well as supplies and equipment needed for the use of the
equipment or device, for example, a battery for a powered wheelchair.

Oxygen and equipment for its administration are also Covered Services.

Orthotics

Benefits are available for Medically Necessary orthotics (braces, boots, splints). Covered Senvices include
the initial purchase, fitting, adjustment and repair of a custom made rigid or semi-rigid supportive device used
to support, align, prevent, or correct deformities or to improwve the function of movable parts of the body, or
which limits or stops motion of a weak or diseased body part.

Prosthetics

Your Plan also includes benefits for prosthetics, which are artificial substitutes for body parts for functional or
therapeutic purposes, when they are Medically Necessary for activities of daily living.

Benefits include the purchase, fitting, adjustments, repairs and replacements. Covered Senices may include,
but are not limited to:

1 Artificial limbs and accessories.

1 One pair of glasses or contact lenses used after surgical removal of the lens(es) of the eyes).



1 Breast prosthesis (whether internal or external) and surgical bras after a mastectomy, as required by the
Women’ s Healt h and Ca btotchee braBsiegdrdeqsiredaocthold a prasthesis every
12 months as required for Medically Necessary mastectomy.

Colostomy supplies.
Restoration prosthesis (composite facial prosthesis).

Prosthetic devices (except electronic wice producing machines) to restore a method of speaking after
laryngectomy.

1 Prostheses to replace all or part of an external facial body part that has been removed or impaired as a
result of disease, injury or congenital defect.

Your Plan includes cowverage for medical and surgical supplies that serve only a medical purpose, are used
once, and are purchased (not rented).

Cowered supplies include syringes, needles, surgical dressings, compression burn garments, lymphedema
wraps and garments, splints, enteral formula required for tube feeding in accordance with Medicare
guidelines, and other similar items that serve only a medical purpose.

Cowvered Senvices do not include items often stocked in the home for general use like Band-Aids,
thermometers, and petroleum jelly.

Infusion Therapy Supplies

Your Plan includes cowerage for all necessary durable, reusable supplies and durable medical equipment
including: pump, pole, and electric monitor. Replacement blood and blood products required for blood
transfusions associated with this therapy are also covered.

Emergency Care Services
If you are experiencing an Emergency please call 911 or visit the nearest Hospital for treatment.

When you receive Emergency senices (except certain ambulance senices, s ee “Scheddflom of B
an Out-of-Network Provider, you may be responsible for amounts in excess of the Maximum Allowed Amount.
Emergency Services

Benefits are available for senices and supplies to treat the onset of symptoms for an Emergency, which is
defined below.

Emergency (Emergency Medical Condition)

Emergency or Emergency Medical Condition means a medical or behavioral health condition manifesting
itselfby acute symptoms of sufficient severity including severe pain such that the absence ofimmediate medical
attention could reasonably be expected to result in any of the following:

Emergency Medical Condition includes a Psychiatric Emergency Medical Condition, which is a mental
disorder that manifests itself by acute symptoms of sufficient severity that it renders the patient as being either
of the following: a) an immediate danger to himself or herself or to others, or b) immediately unable to provide
for, or utilize, food, shelter, or clothing, due to the mental disorder.

Emergency Care

“Emergency Care” means a medical or behavioral health

Medically Necessary Emergency senices will be covered whether you get care from an In-Network or Out-of-

chemotherapy, radiation, or other covered medical treatment. “* Caused directly or indire
treatment with a possible side effect of infertility, as established by the American Society of Clinical Oncology

or the American Society for Reproductive Medicine. Note that this benefit covers fertility preservation

senices only, as described. Fertility preservation senices under this section do not include testing or

treatment of infertility.

Gene Therapy Services

Your Plan includes benefits for gene therapy senices, when Anthem approves the benefits in advance

t hrough Precertificati omnef iStee” “fGen td edtgaiAlpprowval héoPr
eligible for coverage, senices must be Medically Necessary and performed by an approved Provider at an

approved treatment center. Even if a Provider is an In-Network Provider for other senices it may not be an

approved Provider for certain gene therapy senices.

Services Not Eligible for Coverage

Your Plan does not include benefits for the following:

Home Care Services

Benefits are available for Covered Senices performed by a Home Health Care Agency or other Provider in
your home. To be eligible for benefits, you must essentially be confined to the home, as an alternative to a
Hospital stay, and be physically unable to get needed medical senices on an outpatient basis. Senices must
be prescribed by a Doctor and the senices must be so inherently complex that they can be safely and
effectively performed only by qualified, technical, or professional health staff.

Cowvered Senvces include but are not limited to:

1 Intermittent skilled nursing senices by an R.N. or L.P.N.

1 Medical / social senices

Hospice Care

You are eligible for hospice care if your Doctor and the Hospice medical director certify that you are terminally
ill and likely have less than twelve (12) months to live. You may access hospice care while participating in a
clinical trial or continuing disease modifying therapy, as ordered by your treating Provider. Disease modifying
therapy treats the underlying terminal illness.

The senices and supplies listed below are Covered Senices when given by a Hospice for the palliative care
of pain and other symptoms that are part of a terminal disease. Palliative care means care that controls pain
and relieves symptoms, but is not meant to cure a terminal iliness. Covered Senices include:

I Care from an interdisciplinary team with the development and maintenance of an appropriate plan of
care.

1 Nursing care senices on a continuous basis or short-term Inpatient Hospital care when needed in periods
of crisis.

1 Short-term respite care for the Member only when necessary to relieve the family members or other
persons caring for the Member.

9 Skilled nursing senices, home health aide senices, and homemaker senices given by or under the
supenvision of a registered nurse.

Medical social senices under the direction of a Physician.
Social senices and counseling senices from a licensed social worker.

Nutritional support such as intravenous feeding and feeding tubes or hyperalimentation.
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Physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech therapy, and respiratory therapy given by a licensed
therapist.

1 Pharmaceuticals, medical equipment, and supplies needed for the palliative care of your condition,
including oxygen and related respiratory therapy supplies.

1 Bereavement (grief) senices, including a review of the needs of the bereaved family and the
devel opment of a care plan to meet those needs, bot
Bereavement senvices are available to the patient and those individuals who are closely linked to the
patient, including the immediate family, the primary or designated care giver and individuals with
significant personal ties, for one year after the M

Volunteer senices provided by trained Hospice wolunteers under the direction of a Hospice staff member.

1 Medical direction, with the medical director being also responsible for meeting the general medical needs
of the Member to the extent that these needs are not met by an attending Physician.

Your Doctor must agree to care by the Hospice and must be consulted in the development of the care plan.
The Hospice must keep a written care plan on file and give it to us upon request.

Benefits for senices beyond those listed abowe that are given for disease modification or palliation, such as
but not limited to chemotherapy and radiation therapy, are available to a Member in Hospice. These senvices
are covered under other parts of this Plan.



Human Organ and Tissue Transplant (Bone Marrow / Stem Cell) Services

Your Plan includes cowverage for Medically Necessary human organ and tissue transplants. Certain
transplants (e.g., cornea) are covered like any other surgery, under the regular inpatient and outpatient
benefits described elsewhere in this Booklet.

This section describes benefits for certain Covered Transplant Procedures that you get during the Transplant
Benefit Period. Any Cowvered Senices related to a Covered Transplant Procedure, received before or after
the Transplant Benefit Period, are covered under the regular Inpatient and outpatient benefits described
elsewhere in this Booklet.

In this section you will see some key terms, which are defined below:

Covered Transplant Procedure

Any Medically Necessary human organ, tissue, and stem cell / bone marrow transplants and infusions
including necessary acquisition procedures, mobilization, collection and storage. It also includes Medically
Necessary myeloablative or reduced intensity preparative chemotherapy, radiation therapy, or a combination
of these therapies.

In-Network Transplant Provider

A Provider that we have chosen as a Center of Excellence and/or a Provider selected to take part as an In-
Network Transplant Provider by the Blue Cross and Blue Shield Association. The Provider has entered into a
Transplant Provider Agreement to give Covered Transplant Procedures to you and take care of certain
administrative duties for the transplant network. A Provider may be an In-Network Transplant Provider for:

1 Certain Covered Transplant Procedures; or
1 All Cowered Transplant Procedures.

Out-of-Network Transplant Provider

Any Provider that has NOT been chosen as a Center of Excellence by us or has not been selected to take
part as an In-Network Transplant Provider by the Blue Cross and Blue Shield Association.

Transplant Benefit Period

At an In-Network Transplant Provider Facility, the Transplant Benefit Period starts one day before a Covered
Transplant Procedure and lasts for the applicable case rate / global time period. The number of days will vary
depending on the type of transplant received and the In-Network Transplant Provider agreement. Call the
Case Manager for specific In-Network Transplant Provider details for senices received at or coordinated by
an In-Network Transplant Provider Facility.

At an Out-of-Network Transplant Provider Facility, the Transplant Benefit Period starts one day before a
Cowered Transplant Procedure and lasts until the date of discharge.

Prior Approval and Precertification

To maximize your benefits, you should call our Transplant Department as soon as you think you may
need a transplant to talk about your benefit options. You must do thisbefore you have an evaluation
and/or work-up for a transplant. We will help you maximize your benefits by giving you coverage
information, including details on what is covered and if any clinical coverage guidelines, medical policies, In-
Network Transplant Provider rules, or Exclusions apply. Call the Member Senices phone number on the
back of your Identification Card and ask for the transplant coordinator. Even if we give a prior approval for the



Cowvered Transplant Procedure, you or your Provider must call our Transplant Department for Precertification
prior to the transplant whether this is performed in an Inpatient or Outpatient setting.

Precertification is required before we will cover benefits for a transplant. Your Doctor must certify, and we
must agree, that the transplant is Medically Necessary. Your Doctor should send a written request for
Precertification to us as soon as possible to start this process. Not getting Precertification will resultin a
denial of benefits.

Please note that there are cases where your Provider asks for approval for Human Leukocyte Antigen (HLA)
testing, donor searches and/or a collection and storage of stem cells prior to the final decision as to what
transplant procedure will be needed. Inthese cases, the HLA testing and donor search charges will be
cowered as routine diagnostic tests. The collection and storage request will be reviewed for Medical
Necessity and may be approved. Howewer, such an approval for HLA testing, donor search and/or collection
and storage is NOT an approval for the later transplant. A separate Medical Necessity decision will be
needed for the transplant.

Donor Benefits
Benefits for an organ donor are as follows:

1 When both the person donating the organ and the person getting the organ are our covered Members,
each will get benefits under their Plan.

1 When the person getting the organ is our covered Member, but the person donating the organ is not,
benefits under this Plan are limited to benefits not available to the donor from any other source. This
includes, but is not limited to, other insurance, grants, foundations, and government programs.

91 If our covered Member is donating the organ to someone who is not a covered Member, benefits are not
available under this Plan.

Transportation and Lodging

We will cover the cost of reasonable and necessary travel costs when you get prior approval and need to
travel more than 75 miles from your permanent home to reach the Facility where the Covered Transplant
Procedure will be performed. Our help with travel costs includes transportation to and from the Facility, and
lodging for the patient and one companion. Ifthe Member receiving care is a minor, then reasonable and
necessary costs for transportation and lodging may be allowed for two companions. You must send itemized
receipts for transportation and lodging costs in a form satisfactory to us when claims are filed. Call us for
complete information.

For lodging and ground transportation benefits, we will cover costs up to the current limits set forth in the
Internal Revenue Code.

Non-Cowered Senices for transportation and lodging include, but are not limited to:

Child care,
Mileage within the medical transplant Facility city,
Rental cars, buses, taxis, or shuttle senice, except as specifically approved by us,

Laundry,

Postage,

Entertainment,

Travel costs for donor companion/caregiver,

Return visits for the donor for a treatment of an illness found during the evaluation,

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Inpatient Services

Inpatient Hospital Care

Cowered Senivices include acute care in a Hospital setting and coordinated discharge planning including the
planning of such continuing care as may be necessary, both medically and as a means of preventing possible
early re-hospitalization.

Benefits for room, board, and nursing senices include:

A room with two or more beds.

A private room. The most the Plan will c ervateroolhor pr
rate unless it is Medically Necessary that you use a private room for isolation and no isolation facilities are
available.

1 Aroom in a special care unit approved by us. The unit must have facilities, equipment, and supportive
senvces for intensive care or critically ill patients.

f Routine nursery care for newborns during the mother
1 Meals, special diets.

1 General nursing senices.
Benefits for ancillary senices include:

Operating, childbirth, and treatment rooms and equipment.

Prescribed Drugs.

Biologicals.

Anesthesia and oxygen supplies and senices given by the Hospital or other Provider.
Medical and surgical dressings and supplies, casts, and splints.

Diagnostic senices.
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Therapy senices.



Skilled Nursing Facility

Cowvered Senvices are provided for up to 100 days per Benefit Period.

Cowvered Senices include:

Physician and nursing senices;

Room and board;

Drugs prescribed by a Physician as part of your care in the Skilled Nursing Facility;
Durable medical equipment if Skilled Nursing Facilities ordinarily furnish the equipment;
Imaging and laboratory senices that Skilled Nursing Facilities ordinarily provide;
Medical social services;

Blood, blood products, and their administration;

Medical supplies;

Physical, Occupational, and Speech Therapy;
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Respiratory therapy.

Inpatient Professional Services

Cowvered Senices include:

1 Medical care visits.
1 Intensive medical care when your condition requires it.

1 Treatment for a health problem by a Doctor who is not your surgeon while you are in the Hospital for
surgery. Benefits include treatment by two or more Doctors during one Hospital stay when the nature or
sewerity of your health problem calls for the skill of separate Doctors.

1 A personal bedside exam by another Doctor when asked for by your Doctor. Benefits are not available for
staff consultations required by the Hospital, consultations asked for by the patient, routine consultations,
phone consultations, or EKG transmittals by phone.

Surgery and general anesthesia.
Newborn exam. A Doctor other than the one who delivered the child must do the exam.

Professional charges to interpret diagnostic tests such as imaging, pathology reports, and cardiology.

Maternity and Reproductive Health Services

Maternity Services

Cowvered Seniices include senices needed during a normal or complicated pregnancy and senices needed
for a miscarriage. Covered maternity senices include:

1 Professional and Facility senices for childbirth in a Facility or the home including the senices of an
appropriately licensed nurse midwife;

a cowvered male Dependent and screening of a newborn for genetic diseases provided through a program
established by law or regulation;



Prenatal, postnatal, and postpartum senices;
Fetal screenings, which are genetic or chromosomal tests of the fetus; and

9 Participation in the California Prenatal Screening Program, a statewide prenatal testing program
admini stered by California" s State Department of Pu

If you are pregnant on your Effective Date and in the first trimester of the pregnancy, you must change to an
In-Network Provider to have Covered Senices covered at the In-Network level. If you are pregnant on your
Effective Date and in your second or third trimester of pregnancy (13 weeks or later) as of the Effective Date,
benefits for obstetrical care may be available at the In-Network level even if an Out-of-Network Provider is
used. You will need to fill out a Continuation of Care Request Form and send it to us for review and approval.
If approved, Covered Senvices will include the obstetrical care given by that Provider through the end of the
pregnancy and the immediate post-partum period. For additional information on the Continuation of Care
process and how to begin, see the Transition Assistance for New Member provision in the section titled
Continuity of Care.

Important Note About Maternity Admissions: Under federal law, we may not limit benefits for any Hospital

length of stay for childbirth for the mother or newborn to less than 48 hours after vaginal birth, or less than 96

hours after a cesarean section (C-section). However, federal lawas aruledoes not st op t he mot h
newborn’s attending Provider, after consulting with t
earlier than 48 hours, or 96 hours, as applicable. If the mother or newborn is discharged early, benefits

include a post-discharge follow-up visit within 48 hours of the discharge, when prescribed by the treating

Provider. This visit shall include, at a minimum, parent education, assistance and training in breast or bottle -

feeding, and the performance of any necessary maternal or neonatal physical assessments. In any case, as

provided by federal law, we may not require a Provider to get authorization from us before prescribing a

length of stay which is not more than 48 hours for a vaginal birth or 96 hours after a C-section.

Contraceptive Benefits

Benefits include oral contraceptive Drugs, injectable contraceptive Drugs and patches. Benefits also include
contraceptive devices such as diaphragms, intra uterine devices (IUDs), and implants. Certain contraceptives
arecoeredunder the “Preventive Care” benefit. Pl ease se:

Contraceptive supplies prescribed by a Physician for reasons other than contraceptive purposes for Medically
Necessary treatment such as decreasing the risk of ovarian cancer, eliminating symptoms of menopause or
for contraception that is necessary to presenve life or health may also be cowered.

Sterilization Services

Benefits include sterilization services and senices to reverse a hon-elective sterilization that resulted from an
illness or injury. Reversals of elective sterilizations are not covered. Sterilizations for women are covered
under the “Preventive Care” benef it

Abortion Services

Benefits include senices for abortions.



Mental Health and Substance Abuse (Chemical Dependency) Services

This Plan provides coverage for the Medically Necessary treatment of Mental Health and Substance Abuse.
This cowerage is provided according to the terms and conditions of this Plan that apply to all other medical
conditions, except as specifically stated in this section, and is not limited to short-term or acute treatment.

You must obtain Precertification for certain Mental Health and Substance Abuse senices and for the
treatmentof Pervasi ve Devel opment al Di sorder or auti sm.

Pervasive Developmental Disorder or Autism

Benefits are provided for behavioral health treatment for Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism. This
cowerage is provided according to the terms and conditions of this Booklet that apply to all other medical
conditions, except as specifically stated in this section.

Behavioral health treatment senices covered under this Plan are subject to financial requirements
(Deductibles, Coinsurance, and Copayments) and treatment limitations that are no more restrictive than the
predominant financial requirements and treatment limitations that apply to substantially all medical and
surgical benefits in the same classification or sub-classification.

Behavioral Health Treatment

The behavioral health treatment senices covered by this Booklet are those professional senices and
treatment programs, including applied behavior analysis and evidence-based behavior intervention programs,
that develop or restore, to the maximum extent practicable, the functioning of an individual with Penasive
Developmental Disorder or autism and that meet all of the following requirements:

1 The treatment must be prescribed by a licensed Physician and surgeon (an M.D. or D.O.) or developed
by a licensed psychologist,

1 The treatment must be provided under a treatment plan prescribed by a Qualified Autism Senvice
Provider and administered by one of the following: (a) Qualified Autism Senice Provider, (b) Qualified
Autism Senvice Professional supenised by the Qualified Autism Senvice Provider, or (c) Qualified Autism
Senice Paraprofessional supenised by a Qualified Autism Senice Provider or Qualified Autism Senvice
Professional, and

1 The treatment plan must have measurable goals over a specific timeline and be developed and approved
by the Qualified Autism Senvice Provider for the specific patient being treated. The treatment plan must
be reviewed no less than once every six months by the Qualified Autism Senvice Provider and modified
whenever appropriate, and must be consistent with applicable state law that imposes requirements on the
provision of applied behavioral analysis senices and intensive behavioral intervention senices to certain
persons pursuant to which the Qualified Autism Senice Provider does all of the following:

- Describes the patient's behavioral health impairments to be treated,

- Designs an intervention plan that includes the senice type, number of hours, and parental
participation needed (if any) to achiewve the intervention plan's goal and objectives, and the frequency
at which the patient's progress is evaluated and reported,

- Provides internvention plans that utilize evidence-based practices, with demonstrated clinical efficacy
in treating Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism, and

- Discontinues intensive behavioral intervention senices when the treatment goals and objectives are
achieved or no longer appropriate.

1 The treatment plan must not be used for purposes of providing or for the reimbursement of respite care,
day care, or educational senvices, and must not be used to reimburse a parent for participating in the
treatment program. The treatment plan must be made available to us upon request.

Our network of Providers is limited to licensed Qualified Autism Senice Providers who contract with Anthem
and who may supenise and employ Qualified Autism Senice Professionals or Paraprofessionals who provide
and administer behavioral health treatment.



For purposes of this section, the following definitions apply:

Applied Behavior Analysis means the design, implementation, and evaluation of systematic instructional
and environmental modifications to promote positive social behaviors and reduce or ameliorate behaviors
which interfere with learning and social interaction.

Intensive Behavioral Intervention means any form of Applied Behavioral Analysis that is comprehensive,
designed to address all domains of functioning, and provided in multiple settings, across all settings,
depending on the individual's needs and progress. Internventions can be delivered in a one-to-one ratio or
small group format, as appropriate.

Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism as defined in the most recent edition of the Diagnostic and

Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders.

Qualified Autism Service Paraprofessional is an unlicensed and uncertified individual who meets all of the
following requirements:

1 Is supenised by a Qualified Autism Senvice Provider or Qualified Autism Senice Professional at a level of
clinical supenvision that meets professionally recognized standards of practice,

1 Provides treatment and implements senices pursuant to a treatment plan developed and approved by the
Quialified Autism Senvice Provider,

1 Meets the education and training qualifications described in Section 54342 of Title 17 of the California
Code of Regulations,

1 Has adequate education, training, and experience, as certified by a Qualified Autism Senice Provider or
an entity or group that employs Qualified Autism Senice Providers, and

1 Is employed by the Qualified Autism Senice Provider or an entity or group that employs Qualified Autism

Senice Providers responsible for the autism treatment plan.

Qualified Autism Service Professional is a Provider who meets all of the following requirements:

Provides behavioral health treatment, which may include clinical case management and case supenision
under the direction and supenision of a Qualified Autism Senvice Provider,

Is supenised by a Qualified Autism Senvice Provider,

Provides treatment according to a treatment plan developed and approved by the Qualified Autism
Senice Provider,

Is a behavioral senice Provider who meets the education and experience qualifications described in
Section 54342 of Title 17 of the California Code of Regulations for an associate behavior analyst,
behavior analyst, behavior management assistant, behavior management consultant, or behavior
management program,

Has training and experience in providing senices for Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism
pursuant to Division 4.5 (commencing with Section 4500) of the Welfare and Institutions Code or Title 14
(commencing with Section 95000) of the Government Code, and

Is employed by the Qualified Autism Senvice Provider or an entity or group that employs Qualified Autism
Senice Providers responsible for the autism treatment plan.

Qualified Autism Service Provider is either of the following:

1.

A person who is certified by a national entity, such as the Behavior Analyst Certification Board, with a
certification that is accredited by the National Commission for Certifying Agencies, and who designs,



supenises, or provides treatment for Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism, provided the senices
are within the experience and competence of the person who is nationally certified; or

2. A person licensed as a Physician and surgeon (M.D. or D.O.), physical therapist, occupational therapist,
psychologist, marriage and family therapist, educational psychologist, clinical social worker, professional
clinical counselor, speech-language pathologist, or audiologist pursuant to state law, who designs,
supenvises, or provides treatment for Pervasive Developmental Disorder or autism, provided the senices
are within the experience and competence of the licensee.

Benefits for the testing and treatment of phenylketonuria (PKU) are paid on the same basis as any other
medical condition. Coverage for treatment of PKU shall include those formulas and special food products that
are part of a diet prescribed by a licensed Physician and managed by a health care professionalin
consultation with a Physician who specializes in the treatment of metabolic disease and who participates in or
is authorized by the Plan. The diet must be deemed Medically Necessary to avert the development of serious
physical or mental disabilities or to promote normal development or function as a consequence of PKU.

The cost of the necessary formulas and special food products is covered only as it exceeds the cost of a

nor mal diet. “Formula” means an enteral product or pr

Temporomandibular Joint (TMJ) and Craniomandibular Joint Services

Benefits are available to treat temporomandibular and craniomandibular disorders. The temporomandibular
joint connects the lower jaw to the temporal bone at the side of the head and the craniomandibular joint
involves the head and neck muscles.

Cowered Senvices include removable appliances for TMJ repositioning and related surgery, medical care, and
diagnostic senices. Covered Senvices do not include fixed or removable appliances that involve movement or
repositioning of the teeth, repair of teeth (fillings), or prosthetics (crowns, bridges, dentures).

Therapy Services

Physical Medicine Therapy Services

Your Plan includes cowerage for the therapy senices described below. To be a Covered Senice, the therapy
must improve your level of function within a reasonable period of time. Cowvered Senvices include:

Acupuncture — Treatment by an acupuncturist who acts within the scope of their license using needles
along specific nerve pathways to ease pain. All supplies used in conjunctionwith the acupuncture
treatment will be included in the payment for the visit and will not be reimbursed in addition to the \isit.

Other Therapy Services

Benefits are also available for:

Cardiac Rehabilitation — Medical evaluation, training, supenised exercise, and psychosocial support to
care for you after a cardiac event (heart problem). Benefits do not include home programs, on-going
conditioning, or maintenance care.

Chemotherapy — Treatment of an illness by chemical or biological antineoplastic agents. See the section
fPrescription Drugs Administered by a Medical Providero for more details.

Dialysis — Senices for acute renal failure and chronic (end-stage) renal disease, including hemodialysis,
home hemodialysis, home intermittent peritoneal dialysis (IPD), home continuous cycling peritoneal
dialysis (CCPD), and home continuous ambulatory peritoneal dialysis (CAPD). Cowered Senices include
dialysis treatments in an outpatient dialysis Facility. Covered Senvices also include home dialysis and
training for you and the person who will help you with home self-dialysis. Coverage for equipment and
medical supplies required for home hemodialysis and home peritoneal dialysis is limited to the standard
item of equipment or supplies that adequately meets your medical needs.

Infusion Therapy — Nursing, durable medical equipment and Drug senvices that are delivered and
administered to you through an I.V. in your home. Also includes Total Parenteral Nutrition (TPN), enteral
nutrition therapy, antibiotic therapy, pain care and chemotherapy. May include injections (intra-muscular,
subcutaneous, continuous subcutaneous). See the section fiPrescription Drugs Administered by a
Medical Providero for more details.

Pulmonary Rehabilitation — Includes outpatient short-term respiratory care to restore your health after
an illness or injury.

Radiation Therapy — Treatment of an iliness by x-ray, radium, or radioactive isotopes. Covered Senvices
include treatment (teletherapy, brachytherapy and intraoperative radiation, photon or high energy particle
sources), materials and supplies needed, and treatment planning.

Respiratory Therapy — Includes the use of dry or moist gases in the lungs, nonpressurized inhalation
treatment; intermittent positive pressure breathing treatment, air or oxygen, with or without nebulized
medication, continuous positive pressure ventilation (CPAP); continuous negative pressure ventilation
(CNP); chest percussion; therapeutic use of medical gases or Drugs in the form of aerosols, and
equipment such as resuscitators, oxygen tents, and incentive spirometers; broncho-pulmonary drainage
and breathing exercises.



Transgender Services

Benefits are provided for senices and supplies in connection with Gender Transition when a Physician has
diagnosed you with Gender Identity Disorder or Gender Dysphoria. This coverage is provided according to
the terms and conditions of this Booklet that apply to all other medical conditions, including Medical Necessity
requirements, utilization management, and exclusions for Cosmetic Senices. In addition, Covered Senices
for the treatment of Gender Dysphoria are subject to financial requirements (Deductibles, Coinsurance, and
Copayments) and treatment limitations that are no more restrictive than the predominant financial
requirements and treatment limitations that apply to substantially all medical and surgical benefits in the same
classification or sub-classification.

Cowerage includes, but is not limited to, Medically Necessary senvices related to Gender Transition such as

transgender surgery, reconstructive surgeries including genital (sex reassignment) surgery, hormone therapy,
psychotherapy, and vocal training. Cowverage is provided for specific senices according to benefits under this

Booklet that apply to that type of senice generally, if the Plan includes coverage for the senice in question. If

a specific coverage is not included, the service will not be covered. For example, transgender surgery would

be covered on the same basis as any other covered, Medically Necessary surgery; hormone therapy would

be covered under this Booklet’s Prescription Drug ben

Some senvices are subject to prior authorizationinorderf or coverage to be provided.
Approval for Benefits” for information on how to obt a

Transgender Surgery Travel Expense. Certain travel expenses incurred by the Member will be covered.
All travel expenses are limited to the maximum set forth in the Internal Revenue Code, not to exceed the
maximum specified abowve, at the time senices are rendered and must be approved by Anthem in advance.

Travel expenses include the following for the Member and one companion:

1 Ground transportation to and from the approved Facility when the Facility is 75 miles or more from the
Member’'s home. Air transportation by coach is avai l

1 Lodging.

When you request reimbursement of covered travel expenses, you must submit a completed travel
reimbursement form and itemized, legible copies of all applicable receipts. Credit card slips are not
acceptable. Cowered travel expenses are not subject to the Deductible or Copayments. Please call Member
Senvices at the phone number on the back of your Identification Card for further information and/or to obtain
the travel reimbursement form.

Travel expensesthat are not covered include, but are not limited to: meals, alcohol, tobacco, or any other
non-food item; child care; mileage within the city where the approved Facility is located, rental cars, buses,
taxis or shuttle senices, except as specifically approved by us; frequent flyer miles, coupons, vouchers or
travel tickets; prepayments or deposits; senices for a condition that is not directly related to, or a direct result
of, the transgender procedure; telephone calls; laundry; postage; or entertainment.

Urgent Care Services

Often an urgent rather than an Emergency health problem exists. Urgent Care benefits are for those senices
necessary to prevent serious deterioration of your health or, in the case of pregnancy, the health of the
unborn child, resulting from an unforeseen iliness, injury or complication of an existing condition, including
pregnancy. An urgent health problemis an unexpected illness or injury that calls for care that cannot wait
until a regularly scheduled office visit. Urgent health problems are not life threatening and do not call for the
use of an Emergency Room. Urgent health problems include earache, sore throat, and fever (not above 104
degrees).

Benefits for Urgent Care include:

X-ray senvices;

Care for broken bones;

Tests such as flu, urinalysis, pregnancy test, rapid strep;
Lab senices;

Stitches for simple cuts; and
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Draining an abscess.

Your Plan covers Prescription Drugs, including Specialty Drugs that must be administered to you as part of a
Doctor’'s visit, home care visit, or at an outpatient
Drugs for Infusion Therapy, chemotherapy, blood products, certain injectables, and any Drug that must be

administered by a Provider. This section applies when a Provider orders the Drug and a medical Provider

administers it to you in a medical setting. Benefits for Drugs that you inject or get through your Pharmacy

benefits (i.e., self-administered Drugs) are not covered under this section. Benefits for those Drugs are
described in the *"Prescription Drug Benefit at a Ret a

Important Details About Prescription Drug Coverage

Your Plan includes certain features to determine when Prescription Drugs should be covered, which are
described below. As part of these features, your prescribing Doctor may be asked to give more details before
we can decide if the Prescription Drug is eligible for coverage. In order to determine if the Prescription Drug
is eligible for coverage, we have established criteria.

The criteria, which are called drug edits, may include requirements regarding one or more of the following:
1 Quantity, dose, and frequency of administration,

1 Specific clinical criteria including, but not limited to, requirements regarding age, test result requirements,
and/or presence of a specific condition or disease,

1 Specific Provider qualifications including, but not limited to, REMS certification (Risk, Evaluation and
Mitigation Strategies),

1 Step therapy requiring one Drug, Drug regimen, or treatment be used prior to use of another Drug, Drug
regimen, or treatment for safety and/or cost-effectiveness when clinically similar results may be
anticipated.

Covered Prescription Drugs

To be a Covered Senvice, Prescription Drugs must be approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA)
and, under federal law, require a Prescription. Prescription Drugs must be prescribed by a licensed Provider
and Controlled Substances must be prescribed by a licensed Provider with an active DEA license.

Compound drugs are a Covered Senice when a commercially available dosage form of a Medically

Necessary medication is not available, all the ingredients of the compound Drug are FDA approved in the

Precertification

Precertification may be required for certain Prescription Drugs to help make sure proper use and guidelines
for Prescription Drug coverage are followed. Requests for precertification must be submitted by your Provider
using the required uniform prior authorizationform. | f 'y o u’ r ean exeeptiorets theistepgherapy
process, your Provider must use the same form.



Upon receiving the completed form, for either precertification or step therapy exceptions, we will review the
request and give our decision to both you and your Provider within the following time periods:

For Prescription Drugs that are shipped to you or your Provideranda d mi ni stered i n your
you and your Provider are required to order from a Designated Pharmacy Provider. A Patient Care

coordinator will work with you and your Provider to obtain Precertification and to assist shipmentto your
Provider’'s office.

We may also require you to use a Designated Pharmacy Provider to obtain Prescription Drugs for treatment
of certain clinical conditions. We reserve our right to modify the list of Prescription Drugs as well as the setting
and/or level of care in which the care is provided to you. Anthem may, from time to time, change with or
without advance notice, the Designated Pharmacy Provider for a Drug if such change can help provide cost
effective, value based and/or quality senvices.

If you are required to use a Designated Pharmacy Provider and you choose not to obtain your Prescription
Drug from a Designated Pharmacy Provider, coverage will be provided at the Out-of-Network level.

We use a
Pharmacy Benefits Manager (PBM) to manage these benefits. The PBM has a network of Retail Pharmacies,
a Home Delivery (Mail Order) Pharmacy, and a Specialty Pharmacy. The PBM works to make sure Drugs are
used properly. This includes checking that Prescriptions are based on recognized and appropriate doses and
checking for Drug interactions or pregnancy concerns.

Please note: Benefits for Prescription Drugs, including Specialty Drugs, which are administered to you by a
medi cal Provider in a medical setting (e.g., Doctor’
cowered under the fiPrescription Drugs Administered by a Medical Providero benefit. Please read that section
for important details.

This section applies also to Prescription Drugs needed for treatment of Mental Health and Substance Abuse
(Chemical Dependency).

Prescription Drug Benefits

Prescription Drug benefits may require prior authorization to determine if your Drugs should be covered. Your
In-Network Pharmacist will be told if prior authorization is required and if any additional details are needed for
us to decide benefits.

Prior Authorization

Prescribing Providers must obtain prior authorization in order for you to get benefits for certain Drugs. At
times, your Provider will initiate a prior authorization on your behalf before your Pharmacy fills your
Prescription. At other times, the Pharmacy may make you or your Provider aware that a prior authorization or
other information is needed. In order to determine if the Prescription Drug is eligible for coverage, we have
established criteria.

Requests for prior authorization must be submitted by your Provider using the required uniform prior

authorization form. I f you’'re requesting an exception to the s
same form. Upon receiving the completed form, for either precertification or step therapy exceptions, we will

review the request and give our decision to both you and your Provider within the following time periods:

72 hours for non-urgent requests, or

24 hours if exigent circumstances exist. Exigent circumstances exist if you are suffering from a health
condition that may seriously jeopardize your life, health, or ability to regain maximum function, or if you
are undergoing a current course of treatment using a Drug not covered by the Plan.

Anthem may, from time to time, waive, enhance, change or end certain prior authorization and/or offer
alternate benefits, if such change furthers the provision of cost effective, value based and/or quality senvices.

Where You Can Get Prescription Drugs

In-Network Pharmacy

You can visit one of the local Retail Pharmacies in our network. Give the Pharmacy the prescription from
your Doctor and your Identification Card and they will file your claim for you. You will need to pay any
Copayment, Coinsurance, and/or Deductible that applies when you get the Drug. If the retail price for a
cowered Prescription and/or refill is less than the applicable Copayment amount, you will not be required to
pay more than the retail price. The retail price paid will constitute the applicable cost sharing and will apply
toward the deductible, if any, and the Out-of-Pocket Limit in the same manner as a Copayment or
Coinsurance. If you do not have your Identification Card, the Pharmacy will charge you the full retail price of
the Prescription and will not be able to file the claim for you. You will need to ask the Pharmacy for a detailed
receipt and send it to us with a written request for payment.

Important Note: If our records show that you may be using Prescription Drugs, such as narcotics, anxiolytics,
skeletal muscle relaxants, sedative hypnotics, and/or amphetamines, in a harmful or abusive manner, or with
harmful frequency, we will inform you in writing that if you continue to use Prescription Drugs in this manner,
you may be enrolled in our Pharmacy Home Program. This letter will also tell you how to appeal our
assessment. The Pharmacy Home Program uses a single Pharmacy, known as your Pharmacy Home, to
provide and coordinate all of your Pharmacy senvices for the next 12 months and benefits will only be paid if
you use your Pharmacy Home. If review of our records 60 days after the above notification shows that use of
a single In-Network Pharmacy is still needed, we will notify you of the date you will be enrolled in the



Pharmacy Home Program and provide you with a list of Pharmacies from which to select an In-Network
Pharmacy Home within 15 days. We will also inform you how you can appeal our decision. If you do not
select an In-Network Pharmacy within 15 days, we will select a Pharmacy Home for you. You will be given 30
days from our notice of enroliment to appeal our decision before your enrolimentin a Pharmacy Home
becomes effective. (For more information regarding appealing our decision, please see the section entitled
“Grievance and External Review Procedures.” )fyou are enrolled in the Pharmacy Home Program, we will
review our decision in 12 months and notify you that we have discontinued your enrollmentin the Pharmacy
Home Program if the review shows that you are not using Prescription Drugs in a harmful or abusive manner.
If you have an Emergency, we will exempt you from the Pharmacy Home Program for at least 72 hours. You
may be removed from the Program if it is Medically Necessary for you to use more than one Pharmacy or if
your Physician requests that you be remowved from the Program.

Maintenance Pharmacy

You may also obtain a 90-day supply of Maintenance Medications from a Maintenance Pharmacy. A
Maintenance Medicationis a Drug you take on a regular basis to treat or control a chronic illness such as
heart disease, high blood pressure, epilepsy, or diabetes. If you are not sure if the Prescription Drug you are
taking is a Maintenance Medication or need to determine if your Pharmacy is a Maintenance Pharmacy,
please call Pharmacy Member Senices at the number on the back of your Identification Card or check our
website at www.anthem.com for more details.

Specialty Pharmacy

We keep a list of Specialty Drugs that may be covered based upon clinical findings from the Pharmacy and
Therapeutics (P&T) Process, and where appropriate, certain clinical economic reasons. This list will change

from time to time. We may require you or your doctor to order certain Specialty Drugsf r om t he PBM’ s
Specialty Pharmacy.

When you use the PBM s Specialty Pharmacy, its patien
to get prior authorization and to ship your Specialty Drugs to your home or your preferred address. Your
patient care coordinator will also tell you when it is time to refill your prescription.

You can get the list of covered Specialty Drugs by calling Pharmacy Member Senvices at the phone number
on the back of your Identification Card or check our website at www.anthem.com.

Specified Specialty Drugs must be obtained through the specialty pharmacy program unless you

qualify for an exception. When the specified Specialty Drugs are not obtained through the specialty
pharmacy program (and you donét have an exception), vy
Drugs under this plan. You will have to pay the full cost of Specialty Drugs you get from a retail Pharmacy

that should have been obtained from the specialty pharmacy program. If you order through the home delivery

program a Specialty Drug that must be obtained through the specialty pharmacy program, the order will be

forwarded to the specialty pharmacy program for processing and will be processed according to the specialty

pharmacy program rules.

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How to obtain an exception to the specialty pharmacy program

If you believe that you should not be required to get your medication through the specialty pharmacy program,

for any of the reasons |isted above or others, you or

mailed to us. If you need a copy of the form, you may call the Pharmacy Member Senices number listed on

your Identification Card to request one. You can also get the form online at www.anthem.com. If we have

given you an exception, it will be good for a limited period of time. The exception period will be determined

based on the reason for the exception. When the exception period ends, if you believe that you should still

not be required to get your medication through the specialty pharmacy program, you must again request an

exception. If we deny your request for an exception, it will be in writing and will tell you why we did not

approve the exception.

Urgent or Emergency need of a Specialty Drug subject to the specialty pharmacy program. If you are
out of a Specialty Drug which must be obtained through the specialty pharmacy program, we will authorize an
owerride of the specialty pharmacy program requirement for 72 hours, or until the next business day following
a holiday or weekend, to allow you to get a 72-hour Emergency supply of medication, or the smallest
packaged quantity, whichever is greater, if your Doctor decides that it is appropriate and Medically Necessary.
You may hawve to pay the applicable Copayment or Coinsurance, if any.

If you order your Specialty Drug through the specialty pharmacy program and it does not arrive, if your
Physiciandecides thatit is Medically Necessary for you to have the Drug immediately, we will authorize an
owerride of the specialty pharmacy program requirement for a 30-day supply or less to allow you to get an
Emergency supply of medication from an In-Network Pharmacy near you. A Pharmacy Member Senices
representative from the specialty pharmacy program will coordinate the exception and you will not be required
to pay an additional Copayment.

Home Delivery Pharmacy

The PBM also has a Home Delivery Pharmacy which lets you get certain Drugs by mail if you take them on a
regular basis. You will need to contact the PBM to sign up when you first use the senice. You can malil
written prescriptions from your Doctor or have your Doctor send the prescriptionto the Home Delivery
Pharmacy. Your Doctor may also call the Home Delivery Pharmacy. You will need to send in any
Copayments, Deductible, or Coinsurance amounts that apply when you ask for a prescription or refill.

Out-of-Network Pharmacy

You may also use a Pharmacy that is not in our network. You will be charged the full retail price of the Drug

and you will have to send your claim for the Drugtous. (Out-oFfNet wor k Phar macies won’t
you.) You can get a claims form from us or the PBM. You must fill in the top section of the form and ask the
Out-of-Network Pharmacy to fill in the bottom section. If the bottom section of this form cannot be filled out by

the pharmacist, you must attach a detailed receipt to the claim form. The receipt must show:

Name and address of the Out-of-Network Pharmacy;
Patient’'s name;

Prescription number;

Date the prescription was filled;

Name of the Drug;

Cost of the Drug;

Quantity (amount) of each covered Drug or refill dispensed.
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You must pay the amount shown in the “Schedule of Ben
Amount as determined by our normal or average contracted rate with network Pharmacies on or near the date
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of senice.

What You Pay for Prescription Drugs
Tiers

Your share of the cost for Prescription Drugs may vary based on the tier the Drug is in.

9 Tier 1 Drugs have the lowest Coinsurance or Copayment. This tier contains low cost and preferred Drugs
that may be Generic, single source Brand Drugs, Biosimilars, or Interchangeable Biologic Products.

9 Tier 2 Drugs have a higher Coinsurance or Copayment than thosein Tier 1. This tier may contain
preferred Drugs that may be Generic, single source Brand Drugs, Biosimilars, or Interchangeable Biologic
Products.

9 Tier 3 Drugs have a higher Coinsurance or Copayment than thosein Tier 2. This tier may contain higher
cost, preferred, and non-preferred Drugs that may be Generic, single source Brand Drugs, Biosimilars, or
Interchangeable Biologic Products.

9 Tier 4 Drugs have a higher Coinsurance or Copayment than thosein Tier 3. This tier may contain higher
cost, preferred, and non-preferred Drugs that may be Generic, single source Brand Drugs, Biosimilars, or
Interchangeable Biologic Products.

We assign drugs to tiers based on clinical findings from the Pharmacy and Therapeutics (P&T) Process. We
may cover one form of administration instead of another, or put other forms of administration in a different tier.

Prescription Drug List

We also have an Anthem Prescription Drug List (a formulary), which is a list of FDA-approved Drugs that

have been reviewed and recommended for use based on their quality and cost effectiveness. The formulary

is updated quarterly to ensure that the listincludes Drugs that are safe and effective. Benefits may not be

cowered for certain Drugs if they are not on the Prescription Drug List. You can get a copy of the list by calling

us at the phone number on the back of your Identification Card or visiting our website at www.anthem.com.

See “Prior Authorization” in the section “Prescriptio
information about Drugs that are not on our Prescription Drug List.

The Drug List is developed by us based upon clinical findings, and where proper, the cost of the Drug relative
to other Drugs in its therapeutic class or used to treat the same or similar condition. It is also based on the
availability of over the counter medicines, Generic Drugs, the use of one Drug over another by our Members,
and where proper, certain clinical economic reasons.

We retain the right, at our discretion, to decide coverage for doses and administration methods (i.e., oral,
injection, topical, or inhaled) and may cover one form of administration instead of another as M edically
Necessary.

You may request a copy of the covered Prescription Drug list by calling the Pharmacy Member Senices
telephone number on the back of your Identification Card or visiting our website at www.anthem.com. The
cowered Prescription Drug list is subject to periodic review and amendment. Inclusion of a Drug or related
item on the covered Prescription Drug list is not a guarantee of coverage.

Exception Request for a Drug not on the Prescription Drug List (non-formulary exceptions)

Your Prescription Drug benefit coversthose Drugslisted on our Prescription Drug List. This
Prescription Drug List contains a limited number of Prescription Drugs, and may be different than the
Prescription Drug List for other Anthem products. In cases where your Doctor prescribes a medication
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that is not on the Prescription Drug List, it may be necessary to obtain a non-formulary exception in order for
the Prescription Drug to be a covered benefit. Your Doctor must complete a non-formulary exception form
and return it to us. You or your Doctor can get the form online at www.anthem.com or by calling the number
listed on the back of your ID card.

When we receive a non-formulary exception request, we will make a coverage decision within a certain period
of time, depending on whether exigent circumstances exist.

Exigent circumstances exist if you are suffering from a health condition that may seriously jeopardize your life,
health, or ability to regain maximum function, or if you are undergoing a current course of treatment using a
Drug not covered by the Plan. In this case, we will make a coverage decision within 24 hours of receiving
your request. If we approve the coverage of the Drug, coverage of the Drug will be provided for the duration
of the exigency. If we deny coverage of the Drug, you have the right to request an external review by an
Independent Review Organization (IRO). The IRO will make a coverage decision within 24 hours of receiving
your request. If the IRO approves the coverage of the Drug, coverage of the Drug will be provided for the
duration of the exigency.

When exigent circumstances do not exist, we will make a coverage decision within 72 hours of receiving your
request for a non-formulary exception. If we approve the coverage of the Drug, coverage of the Drug will be
provided for the duration of the prescription, including refills. If we deny coverage of the Drug, you have the
right to request an external review by an IRO. The IRO will make a coverage decision within 72 hours of
receiving your request. Ifthe IRO approves the coverage of the Drug, coverage of the Drug will be provided
for the duration of the prescription.

Requesting a non-formulary exception or having an IRO review your request for a non-formulary exception
does not affect your right to submit a grievance or request an Independent Medical Review. Please see the
s ect i on Geemahce dnd Extbrndl Review Procedures” f or det ai | s.

Additional Features of Your Prescription Drug Pharmacy Benefit
Day Supply and Refill Limits

Certain day supply Iimits apply to fPrBercafiiptts .o’n Dirrugrms
you must use a certain amount of your Prescription before it can be refilled. In some cases we may let you

get an early refill. For example, we may let you refill your prescription early if it is decided that you need a

larger dose. We will work with the Pharmacy to decide when this should happen.

If you are going on vacation and you need more than the day supply allowed, you should ask your pharmacist
to call our PBM and ask for an override for one early refill. If you need more than one early refill, please call
Pharmacy Member Senices at the number on the back of your Identification Card.

You may be able to also get partial fills of prescribed Schedule Il controlled substances, if requested by you or
your Physician. A partial fill means a part of a Prescription Order filled that is of a quantity less than the entire
prescription. For oral, solid dosage forms of prescribed Schedule Il controlled substances that are partially
filled, your cost share will be prorated accordingly.



Therapeutic Substitution

Therapeutic substitution is an optional program that tells you and your Doctors about alternatives to certain
prescribed Drugs. We may contact you and your Doctor to make you aware of these choices. Only you and
your Doctor can determine if the therapeutic substitute is right for you. For questions or issues about
therapeutic Drug substitutes, call Pharmacy Member Senices at the phone number on the back of your
Identification Card.

Split Fill Dispensing Program

The split fill dispensing program is designed to prevent and/or minimize wasted Prescription Drugs if your
Prescription Drugs or dose changes between fills, by allowing only a portion of your prescription to be filled.
This program also saves you out of pocket expenses. The Prescription Drugs that are included under this
program have been identified as requiring more frequent follow up to monitor response to treatment and
potential reactions or side-effects. This program allows you to get your Prescription Drug in a smaller quantity
and at a prorated copay so that if your dose changes or you have to stop taking the Prescription Drug, you
can save money by awiding costs for Prescription Drugs you may not use. You can access the list of these
Prescription Drugs by calling the toll-free number on your member ID card or log on to the website at
www.anthem.com.

Drug Cost Share Assistance Programs

If you qualify for and participate in certain drug cost share assistance programs offered by drug manufacturers
or other third parties to reduce the Deductible, Copayment, or Coinsurance you pay for certain Specialty
Drugs, the reduced amount you pay may be the amount we apply to your Deductible and/or Out-of-Pocket
Limit.

Special Programs

Except when prohibited by federal regulations (such as HSA rules), from time to time we may offer programs
to support the use of more cost-effective or clinically effective Prescription Drugs including Generic Drugs,
Home Delivery Drugs, over the counter Drugs or preferred products. Such programs may reduce or waive
Copayments or Coinsurance for a limited time.

Rebate Impact on Prescription Drugs You get at Retail or Home Delivery Pharmacies

Anthem and/or its PBM may also, from time to time, enter into agreements that result in Anthem receiving
rebates or other funds (“rebates”) directly or indire
Drug distributors or others.

You will be able to take advantage of a portion of the cost savings anticipated by Anthem from rebates on
Prescription Drugs purchased by you from Retail, Home Delivery, or Specialty Pharmacies under this section.
If the Prescription Drug purchased by you is eligible for a rebate, most of the estimated value of that rebate
will be used to reduce the Maximum Allowable Amount for the Prescription Drug. Any Deductible or
Coinsurance would be calculated using that reduced amount. The remaining value of that rebate will be used
to reduce the cost of coverage for all Members enrolled in coverage of this type.

It is important to note that not all Prescription Drugs are eligible for a rebate, and rebates can be discontinued
or applied at any time based on the terms of the rebate agreements. Because the exact value of the ultimate
rebate will not be known at the time you purchase the Prescription Drug, the amount of the rebate applied to
your claim will be based on an estimate. Payment on your claim will not be adjusted if the later determined
rebate value is higher or lower than our original estimate.



Whait Not Covered

In this section you will find a review of items that are not covered by your Plan. This sectionis only meant to
be an aid to point out certain items that may be misunderstood as Covered Senices. This section is not
meant to be a complete list of all the items that are excluded by your Plan.

1 Administrative Charges.
- Charges to complete claim forms,
- Charges to get medical records or reports,

- Membership, administrative, or access fees charged by Doctors or other Providers. Examples
include, but are not limited to, fees for educational brochures or calling you to give you test results.

1 Aids for Non-verbal Communication. Devices and computers to assistin communication and speech
except for speech aid devices and tracheoesophageal wice devices approved by Anthem.

1 Alternative/ Complementary Medicine. Senices or supplies for alternative or complementary
medicine. This includes, but is not limited to the following. This Exclusion does not apply to Medically
Necessary senices to treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by state law.

- Acupressure, or massage to help alleviate pain, treat iliness or promote health by putting pressure to
one or more areas of the body.

- Aguatic therapy and other water therapy except for other water therapy senices that are part of a
physical therapy treat ment plan and covered under

- Holistic medicine,

- Homeopathic medicine,
- Hypnosis,

- Aromatherapy,

- Massage and massage therapy, except for other massage therapy senices that are part of a physical
therapy treat ment plan and covered under the “Ther

- Reiki therapy,

- Herbal, vitamin or dietary products or therapies,
- Naturopathy,

- Thermography,

- Orthomolecular therapy,

- Contact reflex analysis,

- Bioenergial synchronization technique (BEST),
- Iridology-study of the iris,

- Auditory integration therapy (AIT),

- Colonic irrigation,

- Magnetic innervation therapy,

- Electromagnetic therapy,

- Neurofeedback / Biofeedback.



Autopsies. Autopsies and post-mortem testing.

Before Effective Date or After Termination Date. Charges for care you get before your Effective Date
or after your coverage ends, except as written in this Plan.

Certain Providers. Senvices you get from Providers that are not licensed by law to provide Covered
Senices as defined in this Booklet. Examples include, but are not limited to, masseurs or masseuses
(massage therapists), physical therapist technicians, and athletic trainers. This Exclusion does not apply
to Medically Necessary senices to treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by state law.

Charges Not Supported by Medical Records. Charges for senices not described in your medical
records.

Charges Over the Maximum Allowed Amount. Charges over the Maximum Allowed Amount for
Cowvered Senvices.

Clinical Trial Non-Covered Services. Any Investigational drugs or devices, non-health senices

required for you to receive the treatment, the costs of managing the research, or costs that would not be a

Cowvered Senvice under this Plan for non-Investigational treatments.

Clinically-Equivalent Alternatives. Certain Prescription Drugs may not be covered if you could use a
clinically equivalent Drug, unless requiredby law. * Cl i ni cal |l y equi val ent”

Members, will give you similar results for a disease or condition. If you have questions about whether a
certain Drug is covered and which Drugs fall into this group, please call the number on the back of your
Identification Card, or visit our website at www.anthem.com.

If you or your Doctor believes you need to use a different Prescription Drug, please have your Doctor or
pharmacist get in touch with us. We will cover the other Prescription Drug only if we agree that it is
Medically Necessary and appropriate over the clinically equivalent Drug. We will review benefits for the
Prescription Drug from time to time to make sure the Drug is still Medically Necessary.

Compound Drugs. Compound Drugs unless all of the ingredients are FDA-approved in the form in
which they are used inthe Compound Drugandas desi gnated i n t MWpproedA’
Drug Products with Therapeutic Equivalence Evaluations, require a prescription to dispense, and the

compound medication is not essentially the same as an FDA-approved product from a drug manufacturer.

Exceptions to non-FDA approved compound ingredients may include multi-source, non-proprietary
vehicles and/or pharmaceutical adjuvants.

Cosmetic Services. Treatments, senices, Prescription Drugs, equipment, or supplies given for
Cosmetic Senices. Cosmetic Senices are meant to presene, change, orimprove how you look.

Court Ordered Testing. Court ordered testing or care unless Medically Necessary.

Crime. Treatment of an injury or illness that results from a crime you committed, or tried to commit. This
Exclusiondoes not apply if the senices are Medically Necessary, your involvement in the crime was
solely the result of a medical or mental condition, or where you were the victim of a crime, including
domestic violence.

Custodial Care. Custodial Care, convalescent care or rest cures. This Exclusion does not apply to
Hospice senices.

Delivery Charges. Charges for delivery of Prescription Drugs.
Dental Devices for Snoring. Oral appliances for snoring.

Dental Treatment. Excluded treatmentincludes butis not limited to preventive care and fluoride
treatments; dental X-rays, supplies, appliances and all associated costs; and diagnosis and treatment for
the teeth, jaw or gums such as:

- Removing, restoring, or replacing teeth;

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- Medical care or surgery for dental problems (unless listed as a Covered Senice in this Booklet);

- Senvices to help dental clinical outcomes.

Dental treatment for injuries that are a result of biting or chewing is also excluded, unless the chewing or
biting results from a medical or mental condition.

This Exclusion does not apply to senices that we must cover by law.

Drugs Contrary to Approved Medical and Professional Standards. Drugs given to you or prescribed
in a way that is against approved medical and professional standards of practice.

Drugs Over Quantity or Age Limits. Drugs which are over any quantity or age limits set by the Plan.

Drugs Over the Quantity Prescribed or Refills After One Year. Drugs in amounts over the quantity
prescribed, or for any refill given more than one year after the date of the original Prescription Order.

Drugs Prescribed by Providers Lacking Qualifications/Registrations/Certifications. Prescription
Drugs prescribed by a Provider that does not have the necessary qualifications, registrations, and/or
certifications, as determined by Anthem.

Drugs That Do Not Need a Prescription. Drugs that do not need a prescription by federal law (including
Drugs that need a prescription by state law, but not by federal law), except for injectable insulin. This
exclusion does not apply to over-the-counter Drugs that we must cover under state law, or federal law
when recommended by the U.S. Preventive Senices Task Force, and prescribed by a Physician.

Educational Services. Senices, supplies or room and board for teaching, vocational, or self-training
purposes. This includes, but is not limited to boarding schools and/or the room and board and
educational components of a residential program where the primary focus of the program is educational
in nature rather than treatment based. This Exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary senices to
treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by state law.

Experimental or Investigational Services. Senices or supplies that we find are Experimental /
Investigational,e x c ept as specifically stated under Tbki ni cal
Exclusion applies to services related to Experimental / Investigational senices, whether you get them

before, during, or after you get the Experimental / Investigational senvice or supply.

The fact that a senice or supply is the only available treatment will not make it Covered Senice if we
conclude it is Experimental / Investigational.

If a Member has a life-threatening or seriously debilitating condition and Anthem determines that

requested treatment is not a Covered Senice because it is Experimental or Investigational, the Member

may request an Independent Medi cal Revi ew. See t he
section for further details.

Eye Exercises. Orthoptics and vision therapy.

Eye Surgery. Eye surgery to fix errors of refraction, such as near-sightedness. This includes, but is not
limited to, LASIK, radial keratotomy or keratomileusis, and excimer laser refractive keratectomy.

Eyeglasses and Contact Lenses. Eyeglasses and contact lenses to correct your eyesight unless listed
as cowvered in this Booklet. This Exclusion does not apply to lenses needed after a covered eye surgery.

Family Members. Senices prescribed, ordered, referred by or given by a member of your immediate
family, including your spouse, child, brother, sister, parent, in-law, or self.

Foot Care. Routine foot care unless Medically Necessary. This Exclusion applies to cutting or removing
corns and calluses; trimming nails; cleaning and preventive foot care, including but not limited to:

- Cleaning and soaking the feet.

- Applying skin creams to care for skin tone.



- Other senices that are given when there is not an illness, injury or symptom involving the foot.

Foot Orthotics. Foot orthotics, orthopedic shoes or footwear or support items except as covered under
Durable Medical Equipment and Medical Devices, Orthotics, Prosthetics, and Medical Surgical Supplies
or used for a systemic illness affecting the lower limbs, such as severe diabetes.

Foot Surgery. Surgical treatment of flat feet; subluxation of the foot; weak, strained, unstable feet;
tarsalgia; metatarsalgia; hyperkeratoses.

Government Treatment. Any senices you actually received that were provided by a local, state, or
federal government agency, or by a public school system or school district, except when payment under
this Plan is expressly required by federal or state law. We will not cover payment for these senices if you
are not required to pay for them or they are given to you for free. You are not required to seek any such
senvices prior to receiving Medically Necessary health care senices that are covered by this Plan.

Growth Hormone Treatment. Any treatment, device, drug, senice or supply (including surgical
procedures, devices to stimulate growth and growth hormones), solely to increase or decrease height or
alter the rate of growth.

Health Club Memberships and Fitness Services. Health club memberships, workout equipment,
charges from a physical fithess or personal trainer, or any other charges for activities, equipment, or
facilities used for physical fitness, even if ordered by a Doctor. This Exclusion also applies to health spas.

Hearing Aids. Hearing aids or exams to prescribe or fit hearing aids, including bone-anchored hearing
aids, unless listed as covered in this Booklet. This Exclusion does not apply to cochlear implants.

Home Care.

- Senices given by registered nurses and other health workers who are not employees of or working
under an approved arrangement with a Home Health Care Provider.

- Food, housing, homemaker senices and home delivered meals.

This Exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary senices to treat Mental Health and Substance
Abuse as required by state law.

Hospital Services Billed Separately. Senices rendered by Hospital resident Doctors or interns that are
billed separately. This includes separately billed charges for senices rendered by employees of
Hospitals, labs or other institutions, and charges included in other duplicate billings .

Hyperhidrosis Treatment. Medical and surgical treatment of excessive sweating (hyperhidrosis).
Infertility Treatment. Testing or treatment related to infertility.

Inpatient Diagnostic Tests. Inpatient room and board charges in connection with a Hospital stay
primarily for diagnostic tests which could have been performed safely on an outpatient basis.

In-vitro Fertilization. Senices or supplies for in-vitro fertilization (IVF) for purposes of pre-implant
genetic diagnosis (PGD) of embryos, regardless of whether they are provided in connection with infertility
treatment.

Lifestyle Programs. Pr ograms t o alter one’'s |ifestyle which m
exercise, imagery or nutrition. This exclusion will not apply to cardiac rehabilitation programs approved

by us.

Lost or Stolen Drugs. Refills of lost or stolen Drugs.

Maintenance Therapy. Rehabilitative treatment or care that is provided when no further gains or
improvements in your current level of function are clear or likely to occur. Maintenance therapy includes
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care that helps you keep your current level of function and prevents loss of that function, but does not
result in any change for the better. This Exclusion does not apply to habilitative senvices.

Medical Equipment, Devices and Supplies.

Replacement or repair of purchased or rental equipment because of misuse, abuse, or loss/theft.
Surgical supports, corsets, or articles of clothing unless needed to recover from surgery or injury.
Non-Medically Necessary enhancements to standard equipment and devices.

Supplies, equipment and appliances that include comfort, luxury, or convenience items or features
that exceed what is Medically Necessary in your situation. Reimbursement will be based on the
Maximum Allowable Amount for a standard item that is a Covered Senice, seres the same purpose,
and is Medically Necessary. Any expense that exceeds the Maximum Allowable Amount for the
standard item which is a Covered Senvce is your responsibility.

Disposable supplies for use in the home such as bandages, gauze, tape, antiseptics, dressings, ace-
type bandages, and any other supplies, dressings, appliances or devices that are not specifically
|l i sted as covered in the “What's Covered” section

Medicare. Forwhich benefits are payable under Medicare Parts A and/or B, or would have been payable

if you had applied for Parts A and/or B, except as listed in this Booklet or as required by federal law, as
described in the section tit |lfgalddndterdollicldedieate PatB “ Gen e
when you are eligible, you may hawve large out-of-pocket costs. Please refer to Medicare.gov for more

details on when you should enroll and when you are allowed to delay enrollment without penalties.

Missed or Cancelled Appointments. Charges for missed or cancelled appointments.

Non-Approved Drugs. Drugs not approved by the FDA.

Non-Approved Facility. Senices from a Provider that does not meet the definition of Facility.

Non-Medically Necessary Services. Any senices or supplies that are not Medically Necessary as
defined. This includes senices that do not meet our medical policy, clinical coverage, or benefit policy
guidelines.

Nutritional or Dietary Supplements. Nutritional and/or dietary supplements, exceptas described in this
Booklet or that we must cover by law. This Exclusion includes, but is not limited to, nutritional formulas
and dietary supplements that you can buy over the counter and those you can get without a written
Prescription or from a licensed pharmacist. This Exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary
senvces to treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by state law.

Off Label Use. Offlabel use, unless we must cover it by law or if we approwe it.

Oral Surgery. Extraction of teeth, surgery for impacted teeth and other oral surgeries to treat the teeth or
bones and gums directly supporting the teeth, except as listed in this Booklet.

Personal Care, Convenience and Mobile/Wearable Devices.

Items for personal comfort, convenience, protection, cleanliness or beautification such as air
conditioners, humidifiers, air or water purifiers, sports helmets, raised toilet seats, and shower chairs.

First aid supplies and other items kept in the home for general use (bandages, cotton-tipped
applicators, thermometers, petroleum jelly, tape, non-sterile gloves, heating pads, disposable sheaths
and supplies).

Home workout or therapy equipment, including treadmills and home gyms.
Pools, whirlpools, spas, or hydrotherapy equipment.
Hypo-allergenic pillows, mattresses, or waterbeds.
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- Residential, auto, or place of business structural changes (ramps, lifts, elevator chairs, escalators,
elevators, stair glides, emergency alert equipment, handrails).

- Consumer wearable / personal mobile devices such as a smart phone, smart watch, or other personal
tracking devices), including any software or applications.

Private Contracts. Senvices or supplies provided pursuant to a private contract between the Member and
a Provider, for which reimbursement under the Medicare program is prohibited, as specified in Section 1802
(42 U.S.C. 1395a) of Title XVIII of the Social Security Act.

Private Duty Nursing. Private duty nursing senices given in a Hospital or Skilled Nursing Facility.
Private duty nursing senicesarea Covered Service only when given as
benefit.

Prosthetics. Prosthetics for sports or cosmetic purposes. This includes wigs and scalp hair prosthetics.

Residential Accommodations. Residentialaccommodations to treat medical or behavioral health
conditions, except when provided in a Hospital, Hospice, Skilled Nursing Facility, or Residential
Treatment Center. This Exclusionincludes procedures, equipment, senices, supplies or charges for the
following:

- Domiciliary care provided in a residential institution, treatment center, halfway house, or school
because a Member’'s own home arrangements are not
chiefly of room and board, even if therapy is included.

- Care provided or billed by a hotel, health resort, convalescent home, rest home, nursing home or
other extended care facility home for the aged, infirmary, schoadl infirmary, institution providing
education in special environments, supenvised living or halfway house, or any similar facility or
institution.

- Senices or care provided or billed by a school, Custodial Care center for the developmentally
disabled, or outward bound programs, even if psychotherapy is included.

This Exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary senvices to treat Mental Health and Substance
Abuse as required by state law.

Routine Physicals and Immunizations. Physical exams and immunizations required for travel,

enroliment in any insurance program, as a condition of employment, for licensing, sports programs, or for

ot her purposes, which are not requi r &tdEXzlysiohdaes under
not apply to Medically Necessary senices to treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by

state law.

Services Received Outside of the United States. Senices rendered by Providers located outside the
United States, unless the senvices are for Emergency Care and Emergency Ambulance.

Services You Receive for Which You Have No Legal Obligationto Pay. Senices you actually receive
for which you have no legal obligation to pay or for which no charge would be made if you did not have
health plan or insurance coverage, except senices received at a hon-governmental charitable research
Hospital. Such a Hospital must meet the following guidelines: a) it must be internationally known as being
dewoted mainly to medical research, and b) at least ten percent of its yearly budget must be spent on
research not directly related to patient care, and c) at least one-third of its gross income must come from
donations or grants other than gifts or payments for patient care, and d) it must accept patients who are
unable to pay, and e) two-thirds of its patients must have conditions directly related to the Hospital
research.

Sexual Dysfunction. Senvices or supplies for male or female sexual problems.
Stand-By Charges. Stand-by charges of a Doctor or other Provider.

Sterilization. Senvices to reverse an elective sterilization.



Surrogate Mother Services. Senices or supplies for a person not covered under this Plan for a
surrogate pregnancy (including, but not limited to, the bearing of a child by another woman for an infertile
couple).

Temporomandibular Joint Treatment. Fixed or removable appliances which mowve or reposition the
teeth, fillings, or prosthetics (crowns, bridges, dentures).

Travel Costs. Mileage, lodging, meals, and other Member-related travel costs except as described in
this Plan.

Unlisted Services. Senices not specifically listed in this Plan as Covered Senices. This exclusion does
not apply to any unlisted senices defined as basic health care senices under state law.

Vein Treatment. Treatment of varicose veins or telangiectatic dermal veins (spider veins) by any method
(including sclerotherapy or other surgeries) for cosmetic purposes.

Vision Services. Vision senices not described as Covered Senvices in this Booklet.

Waived Cost-Shares Out-of-Network. For any senvice for which you are responsible under the terms of
this Plan to pay a Copayment, Coinsurance or Deductible, and the Copayment, Coinsurance or
Deductible is waived by an Out-of-Network Provider.

Weight Loss Programs. Programs, whether or not under medical supenision, unless listed as covered
in this Booklet.

This Exclusion includes, but is not limited to, commercial weight loss programs (Weight Watchers, Jenny
Craig, LA Weight Loss) and fasting programs.

This exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary treatments for morbid obesity or dietary evaluations
and counseling, and behavioral modification programs for the treatment of anorexia nervosa or bulimia
nervosa.

Drugs in amounts over the quantity
prescribed, or for any refill given more than one year after the date of the original Prescription Order.

Drugs Prescribed for Cosmetic Purposes.

Drugs Prescribed by Providers Lacking Qualifications/Registrations/Certifications. Prescription
Drugs prescribed by a Provider that does not have the necessary qualifications, registrations and/or
certifications, as determined by Anthem.

Drugs that Do Not Need a Prescription. Drugs that do not need a prescription by federal law (including
Drugs that need a prescription by state law, but not by federal law), except for injectable insulin. This
exclusion does not apply to over-the-counter Drugs that we must cover under state law, or federal law
when recommended by the U.S. Preventive Senices Task Force, and prescribed by a Physician.

Family Members. Senices prescribed, ordered, referred by or given by a member of your immediate
family, including your spouse, child, brother, sister, parent, in-law, or self.

Gene Therapy. Gene therapy that introduces or is related to the introduction of genetic material into a

person intended to replace or correct faulty or missing genetic material. While not covered under the

Growth Hormone Treatment. Any treatment, device, drug, senice or supply (including surgical
procedures, devices to stimulate growth and growth hormones), solely to increase or decrease height or
alter the rate of growth.

Hyperhidrosis Treatment. Prescription Drugs related to the medical and surgical treatment of excessive
sweating (hyperhidrosis).

Infertility Drugs. Drugs used in assisted reproductive technology procedures to achieve conception (e.g.,
IVF, ZIFT, GIFT).

Items Covered as Durable Medical Equipment (DME). Therapeutic DME, devices and supplies except
as described in this Booklet or that we must cover by law, including peak flow meters, spacers, and

glucose monitors, and other diabetes supplies. See the “Diabetes Equipment,
section for more information.

Non-Approved Drugs. Drugs not approved by the FDA. If Anthem determines that the requested drug is

not covered because it is Investigational or prescribed for Experimental indications, the Member may
request an Independent Medi cal Revi ew. See the “Gri
for further details.

Non-Medically Necessary Services. Any senices or supplies that are not Medically Necessary as
defined. This includes senices that do not meet our medical policy, clinical coverage, or benefit policy
guidelines.

Nutritional or Dietary Supplements. Nutritional and/or dietary supplements, except as described in this
Booklet or that we must cover by law. This Exclusion includes, but is not limited to, nutritional formulas
and dietary supplements that you can buy over the counter and those you can get without a written
Prescription or from a licensed pharmacist. This Exclusion does not apply to Medically Necessary
senvces to treat Mental Health and Substance Abuse as required by state law.

Off Label Use. Off label use, unless we must cover the use by law or if we, or the PBM, approwe it.

Onychomycosis Drugs. Drugs for Onychomycosis (toenail fungus) except when we allow it to treat
Members who are immuno-compromised or diabetic.

Over-the-Counter Items. Drugs, devices and products, or Prescription Legend Drugs with over the
counter equivalents and any Drugs, devices or products that are therapeutically comparable to an over
the counter Drug, device, or product may not be covered, even if written as a Prescription. This includes
Prescription Legend Drugs when any version or strength becomes available over the counter.

This Exclusion does not apply to over-the-counter productst hat we must cover as a
benefit under state law or federal law with a Prescription.

Sexual Dysfunction Drugs. Drugs to treat sexual or erectile problems unless Medically Necessary or as
stated in this Plan. Documentation of a confirmed diagnosis of erectile dysfunction must be submitted to
us for review.

Syringes. Hypodermic syringes except when given for use with insulin and other covered self-injectable
Drugs and medicine.

Weight Loss Drugs. Any Drug mainly used for weight loss, except for the Medically Necessary treatment
of morbid obesity.



Claims Payment

This section describes how we reimburse claims and what information is needed when you submit a claim.
When you receive care from an In-Network Provider, you do not need to file a claim because the In-Network
Provider will do this for you. If you receive care from an Out-of-Network Provider, you will need to make sure
aclaim is filed. Many Out-of-Network Hospitals, Doctors and other Providers will file your claim for you,
although they are not required to do so. Ifyou file the claim, use a claim form as described later in this
section.

Maximum Allowed Amount

General

This section describes theterm“ Ma xi mum Al | oawwsed inAhis 8aokiet, and what the term
means to you when obtaining Covered Senices under this Plan. The Maximum Allowed Amount is the total
reimbursement payable under your Plan for Covered Senvices you receive from In-Network and Out-of-
Network Providers. It is our payment towards the senices billed by your Provider combined with any
Deductible, Coinsurance or Copayment owed by you. In some cases, you may be required to pay the entire
Maximum Allowed Amount. For instance, if you have not met your Deductible under this Plan, then you could
be responsible for paying the entire Maximum Allowed Amount for Covered Senices. In addition, ifthese
senices are received from an Out-of-Network Provider, you may be billed by the Provider for the difference
between their charges and our Maximum Allowed Amount. In many situations, this difference could be
significant. If you receive senices from an In-Network Facility at which, or as a result of which, you receive
non-Emergency Covered Senvices provided by an Out-of-Network Provider, you will pay the Out-of-Network
Provider no more than the same cost sharing that you would pay for the same Cowvered Senices received
from an In-Network Provider.

We have provided three examples below, which illustrate how the Maximum Allowed Amount works. These
examples are for illustration purposes only.

Example: The Plan has a Member Coinsurance of 30% for In-Network Provider senices after the Deductible
has been met.

1 The Member receives senices from an In-Network surgeon. The charge is $2,000. The Maximum
Al l owed Amount under the Plan for the surgery is $1
when an In-Network surgeon is used is 30% of $1,000, or $300. This is what the Member pays. We pay
70% of $1,000, or $700. The In-Network surgeon accepts the total of $1,000 as reimbursement for the
surgery regardless of the charges.

Example: The Plan has a Member Coinsurance of 50% for Out-of-Network Provider senices after the
Deductible has been met.

1 The Member receives senices from an Out-of-Network surgeon. The charge is $2,000. The Maximum

when an Out-of-Network surgeon is used is 50% of $1,000, or $500. We pay the remaining 50% of
$1,000, or $500. In addition, the Out-of-Network surgeon could bill the Member the difference between

$1,000, for a total of $1,500.

Example: The Member receives outpatient surgery senices from an Out-of-Network Facility. The Deductible
has not been met, which means that the Plan won’'t cov

1 The chargeis $3,500. The Maximum Allowed Amount under the Plan for the outpatient Facility surgery is
$2,000. The outpatient Facility charges are capped at a maximum benefit payable of $380 per
admission. The Plan calculates benefits based on 50% of the Maximum Allowed Amount ($1,000), up to



the maximum benefit payable of $380, which is the amount

the Deductible has not been met, the Member is responsible for paying any charges in excess of the
$380 maximum benefit payable that the Provider may bill.

When you receive Covered Senices, we will, to the extent applicable, apply claim processing rules to the
claim submitted. We use these rules to evaluate the claim information and determine the accuracy and
appropriateness of the procedure and diagnosis codes included in the submitted claim. Applying these rules
may affect the Maximum Allowed Amount if we determine that the procedure and/or diagnosis codes used
were inconsistent with procedure coding rules and/or reimbursement policies. For example, if your Provider
submits a claim using several procedure codes when there is a single procedure code that includes all of the
procedures that were performed, the Maximum Allowed Amount will be based on the single procedure code.

Provider Network Status

The Maximum Allowed Amount may vary depending upon whether the Provider is an In-Network Provider or
an Out-of-Network Provider.

In-Network Providers: For Covered Senices performed by an In-Network Provider, the Maximum Allowed
Amount for your Plan is the rate the Provider has agreed with Anthem to accept as reimbursement for the
Cowered Senvices. Because In-Network Providers have agreed to accept the Maximum Allowed Amount as
payment in full for those Covered Senices, they should not send you a bill or collect for amounts above the
Maximum Allowed Amount. Howewer, you may receive a bill or be asked to pay all or a portion of the
Maximum Allowed Amount to the extent you have not met your Deductible or have a Copayment or
Coinsurance. Please call Member Senices at the telephone number on the back of your Identification Card
for help in finding an In-Network Provider or visit www.anthem.com.

Out-of-Network Providers or Other Eligible Providers: Providers who have not signed any contract with
us and are not in any of our networks are Out-of-Network Providers or Other Eligible Providers, subject to
Blue Cross Blue Shield Association rules governing claims filed by certain ancillary Providers. For Covered
Senvices you receive from an Out-of-Network Provider or Other Eligible Provider, other than Emergency Care,
the Maximum Allowed Amount will be based on the applicable Anthem Out-of-Network Provider or Other
Eligible Provider rate or fee schedule for your Plan, an amount negotiated by us or a third party vendor which
has been agreed to by the Out-of-Network Provider or Other Eligible Provider, an amount based on or derived
from the total charges billed by the Out-of-Network Provider or Other Eligible Provider, an amount based on
information provided by a third party vendor or an amount based on reimbursement or cost information from
the Centers for Medicare & MedicaidServi ces (“CMS” ). When basing the
level or method of reimbursement used by CMS, Anthem will update such information, which is unadjusted for
geographic locality, no less than annually. For Medical Emergency Care rendered by an Out-of-Network
Provider, reimbursement is based on the greater of the following:

1. the median of our In-Network Provider rates for the Emergency Care, excluding any In-Network Provider
Copayment or Coinsurance;

2. the amount for the Emergency Care calculated using the same method we generally use to determine
payments for Out-of-Network Provider senices, excluding any In-Network Provider Copayment or
Coinsurance;

3. the amount that would be paid under Medicare for the Emergency Care, excluding any In-Network Provider
Copayment or Coinsurance.

Providerswho are not contracted for this product, but are contracted for other productswith us are
also considered Out-of-Network. For this Booklet, the Maximum Allowed Amount for services from
these Providerswill be one of the methods shown above unless the contract between us and that
Provider specifies a different amount.

Amount for out of area claims may be based on billed charges, the pricing we would use if the healthcare senices

had been obtained within the Anthem Senice Area, or a special negotiated price.

For Prescription Drugs, the Maximum Allowed Amount is the amount determined by us using Prescription
Drug cost information provided by the Pharmacy Benefits Manager.

Member Cost Share

For certain Covered Senvices, and depending on your Plan design, you may be required to pay all or a part of

the Maximum Allowed Amount as your cost share amount (Deductible, Copayment, and/or Coinsurance).

Your cost share amount and Out-of-Pocket Limits may be different depending on whether you received

Cowvered Senvices from an In-Network Provider, Out-of-Network Provider or Other Eligible Provider.

Specifically, you may be required to pay higher cost-sharing amounts or may have limits on your benefits

when using Out-of-Network Providers or Other Eligible Providers. Howewer, if you receive senices from an In-

Network Facility at which, or as a result of which, you receive non-Emergency Covered Senices from Out-of-

Network Providers, you will pay no more than the same cost sharing that you would pay for those same non-

Emergency Covered Senvices received from an In-Network Provider, and you will not have to pay the Out-of-

Network Provider more than the In-Network cost sharing for such non-Emergency Covered Senices. Please

see Your “Schedule of Benefits” in this Booklet for vy
Member Services at the telephone number on the back o
benefits or cost share amounts may vary by the type of Provider you use.

Anthem will not provide any reimbursement for non-Covered Senvices. You may be responsible for the total
amount billed by your Provider for non-Covered Senices, regardless of whether such senices are performed
by an In-Network Provider, Out-of-Network Provider or Other Eligible Provider. Non-Cowered Senices include
senices specifically excluded from coverage by the terms of your Plan and senices received after benefits
have been exhausted. Benefits may be exhausted by exceeding, for example, benefit caps or day/ visit limits.

In some instances you may be asked to pay only the lower In-Network Provider cost share percentage when
you use an Out-of-Network Provider. For example, if you receive senices from an In-Network Hospital or
Facility in California, at which, or as a result of which, you receive non-Emergency Covered Senices from an
Out-of-Network Provider such as a radiologist, anesthesiologist or pathologist providing senices at the
Hospital or Facility, you will pay no more than the same cost sharing that you would pay for those same non-
Emergency Covered Senvices received from an In-Network Provider and you will not have to pay the Out-of-
Network Provider more than the In-Network cost sharing for such non-Emergency Covered Senices. The In-
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Network Provider cost share percentage will apply to any In-Network Deductible and the In-Network Out-of-

Pocket Limit. However, if you consent in writing to receive non-Emergency Covered Senices from an Out-of-

Network Provider while you are receiving senices from an In-Network Facility, the Plan will pay such Out-of-

Network senices based on the applicable Out-offNet wor k cost sharing stated in
in this Booklet. The written consent to receive non-Emergency Covered Senices from Out-of-Network

Providers while you are receiving senices from an In-Network Facility must demonstrate satisfaction of all the

following criteria:

1 Atleast 24 hours in advance of care, you consent in writing to receive senices from the identified Out-of-
Network Provider;

1 The consent was obtained by the Out-of-Network Provider in a document that is separate from the
document used to obtain the consent for any other part of the care or procedure. The consent was not
obtained by the Facility or any representative of the Facility at the time of admission or at any time when
you were being prepared for surgery or any other procedure;

1 Atthe time of consent, the Out-of-Network Provider gave you a written estimate of your total Out-of-
Pocket cost of care, based on the Provider’ ' sof-bill ed
Network Provider shall not attempt to collect more than the estimated amount without receiving a
separate written consent from you or your authorized representative, unless the Provider was required to
make changes to the estimate due to circumstances during the delivery of senices that were
unforeseeable at the time the estimate was given;

I The consent advises that you may elect to seek care from an In-Network Provider or that you may make
arrangements with your Plan to receive senices from an In-Network Provider for lower Out-of-Pocket
costs;

9 The consent and estimate was provided to you in the language you speak, if the language is a Medi-Cal
threshold language, as defined in subdivision (d) of Section 128552.

1 The consent advises you that any costs incurred as a result of your use of the Out-of-Network benefits
are in addition to the In-Network cost-sharing amounts and may not count toward the annual In-Network
Out-of-Pocket Limit or In-Network Deductible.

Authorized Referrals

In some circumstances, we may authorize In-Network Provider cost share amounts (Deductible, Copayment,
and/or Coinsurance) to apply to a claim for a Covered Senvice you receive from an Out-of-Network Provider.

In such circumstance, you or your Physician must contact us in advance of obtaining the Covered Senice. It

is your responsibility to ensure that we have been contacted. If we authorize an In-Network Provider cost

share amount to apply to a Covered Senvice received from an Out-of-Network Provider, you also may still be

liable for the difference between the Maximum Allowed Amountand the Out-o-FNet wor k Pr ovi der
you receive prior authorization for an Out-of-Network Provider due to network adequacy issues, you will not

be responsible for the difference between the Out-of-Net wor k Pr ovi der’ s charge and
Amount. Please contact Member Senvices at the telephone number on the back of your Identification Card for
Authorized Referrals information or to request authorization.

It is important to understand that you may be referred by Anthem In-Network Providers to other Providers who
may be contracted with Anthem, butare not partofy our P11 an’ s-Nemerk Rraideks. lo $uchl n
case, any claims incurred would be paid as Out-of-Network Provider senices, even though the Provider may
be a participating Provider with Anthem.

It is your responsibility to confirm that the Provider you are seeing or have been referred to see is an In-
Network Provider with your Plan. While your Plan has provided a network of In-Network Providers, it is



important to understand that Anthem has many contracting Providers who are not participating in the network
of Providers for your Plan. Any claims incurred with an Anthem participating Provider, who is not participating
in your network panel of Providers, will be paid as Out-of-Network Provider senices, even if you have been
referred by another Anthem participating Provider.

If you receive senvices from an In-Network Facility at which, or as a result of which, you receive non-

Emergency Covered Senvices provided by an Out-of-Network Provider, you will pay the Out-of-Network

Provider no more than the same cost sharing that you would pay for the same Cowvered Senices received

from an In-Network Provider. Pleasesee* Member Cost Share” above for more

Federal/State Taxes/Surcharges/Fees

Federal or state laws or regulations may require a surcharge, tax or other fee. If applicable, we will include
any such surcharge, tax or other fee as part of the claim charge passed on to you.

Claims Review

Anthem has processes to review claims before and after payment to detect fraud, waste, abuse and other
inappropriate activity. Members seeking senices from Out-of-Network Providers could be balanced billed by
the Out-of-Network Provider for those senices that are determined to be not payable as a result of these
review processes. Suchbalance billing must meet the criteria set forth in applicable state law. A claim may
also be determined to be not payable due to a Provider's failure to submit medical records with the claims that
are under review in these processes.

Notice of Claim & Proof of Loss
After you get Covered Senices, we must receive written notice of your claim in order for benefits to be paid.

1 In-Network Providers will submit claims for you. They are responsible for ensuring that claims have the
information we need to determine benefits. If the claim does not include enough information, we will ask
them for more details, and they will be required to supply those details within certain timeframes.

1 Out-of-Network claims can be submitted by the Provider if the Provider is willing to file on your behalf.
However, if the Provider is not submitting on your behalf, you will be required to submit the claim. Claim
forms are usually available from the Provider. If they do not have a claims form, you can send a written
request to us, or contact Member Senices and ask for a claims form to be sent to you. If you do not
receive the claims form, you can still submit written notice of the claim without the claim form. The same
information that would be given on the claim form must be included in the written notice of claim,

including:

1 Name of patient.

T Patient’'s relationship with the Subscriber.
1 Identification number.

91 Date, type, and place of senice.

1 Yoursignature and the Provider’s signature.

Out-of-Network claims must be submitted within 180 days after the date of senice. In certain cases, state
or federal law may allow additional time to file a claim, if you could not reasonably file within the 180-day
period. The claim must have the information we need to determine benefits. If the claim does not include
enough information, we will ask you for more details and inform you of the time by which we need to
receive that information. Once we receive the required information, we will process the claim according to
the terms of your Plan.



Claims submitted by a public (government operated) Hospital or clinic will be paid by us directly, as long
as you have not already received benefit under that claim. We will pay all claims within 30 days after we
receive proof of loss. Ifyou are dissatisfied with our denial or amount of payment, you may request that
we review the claim a second time, and you may submit any additional relevant information.

Please note that failure to submit the information we need by the time listed in our request could
resultin the denial of your claim, unless state or federal law requires an extension. Please contact
Member Senices if you have any questions or concerns about how to submit claims.

Physical Examination

At our expense, we have the right and opportunity to examine any insured person claiming benefits when and
as often as reasonably necessary while a claimis pending.

Me mber 6s Cooperation

You will be expected to complete and submitto us all such authorizations, consents, releases, assignments

and other documents that may be needed in order to obtain or assure reimbursement under Medicare,

Payment of Benefits

You authorize us to make payments directly to Providers for Covered Senices. In no event, however, shall
our right to make payments directly to a Provider be deemed to suggest that any Provider is a beneficiary with
independent claims and appeal rights under the Plan. We reserve the right to make payments directly to you
as opposed to any Provider for Covered Senice, at our discretion. In the event that payment is made directly
to you, you have the responsibility to apply this payment to the claim from the Out-of-Network Provider.
Payments and notice regarding the receipt and/or adjudication of claims may also be sent to, an Alternate
Recipient (which is defined herein as any child of a Subscriber who is recognized, under a “Qualified Medical
Child Support Order’, as having a right toPlemrolbrmehtitupdesoinhs
parent or designated representative. Any payments made by us (whether to any Provider for Covered
Senvice or You) will discharge our obligation to pay for Covered Senices. You cannot assign your right to
receive payment to anyone, except as required by a “Qualified Medical Child Support Order” as defined by,
and if subject to, ERISA or any applicable state law.

We will pay Out-of-Network Providers and other Providers of senice directly when Emergency senices and
care are provided to you or one of your Dependents. We will continue such direct payment until the
Emergency Care results in stabilization. You may be responsible for any amount in excess of the Maximum
Allowed Amount that may be billed by an Out-of-Network Provider.

If you receive senvices from an In-Network Facility, at which or as a result of which, you receive non-

Emergency Covered Senices provided by an Out of-Network Provider, you will pay the Out-of-Network

Provider no more than the same cost sharing that you would pay for the same Cowvered Senvices received

from an In-Network Provider. You will not have to pay the Out-of-Network Provider more than the In-Network

cost sharing for such non-Emergency Covered Senices. Pleasesee® Member Cost Share” abo
information.

Once a Provider performs a Covered Service, we will not honor a request to withhold payment of the claims
submitted.

The cowverage, rights, and benefits under the Plan are not assignable by any Member without the written
consent of the Plan, except as provided above. This prohibition against assignment includes rights to receive



payment, claim benefits under the Plan and/or law, sue or otherwise begin legal action, or request Plan
documents or any other information that a Participant or beneficiary may request under ERISA. Any
assignment made without written consent from the Plan will be wid and unenforceable.

Inter -Plan Arrangements

Out-of-Area Services
Overview

We hawe a variety of relationships with other Blue Cross and/or Blue Shield Licensees. Generally, these
relationships are called “ nter-Plan Arrangements. These Inter-Plan Arrangements work based on rules and
procedures issued by the Blue Cross Blue Shield Association (“Association ). W henever you access
healthcare senices outside the geographic areawe sene  ( Athem S e r vi ¢ etheXlaim forthose
senices may be processed through one of these Inter-Plan Arrangements. The Inter-Plan Arrangements are
described below.

When you receive care outside of the Anthem Senice Area, you will receiwve it from one of two kinds of
Providers. Most Providers (“participating provider 9 cbntract with the local Blue Cross and/or Blue Shield Plan
in that geographic area (“Host Blue” .)Some Providers ( rfonparticipating providers”) don’t contract with the
Host Blue. We explain below how we pay both kinds of Providers.

Inter-Plan ArrangementsEligibility i Claim Types

Most claim types are eligible to be processed through Inter-Plan Arrangements, as described above.
Examples of claims that are not included are Prescription Drugs that you obtain from a Pharmacy and most
dental or vision benefits.

A. BlueCard®Program

Under the BlueCard® Program, when you receive Covered Senices within the geographic area served by a
Host Blue, we will still fulfill our contractual obligations. But, the Host Blue is responsible for: (a) contracting
with its Providers; and (b) handling its interactions with those Providers.

When you receive Covered Senices outside the Anthem Senice Area and the claim is processed throughthe
BlueCard Program, the amount you pay is calculated based on the lower of:

9 The billed charges for Covered Senices; or

1 The negotiated price that the Host Blue makes available to Us.

Often, this “ egotiatedp r i willdé a simple discount that reflects an actual price that the Host Blue pays to
the Provider. Sometimes, it is an estimated price that takes into account special arrangements with that
Provider. Sometimes, such an arrangement may be an average price, based on a discount that results in
expected average savings for senices provided by similar types of Providers. Estimated and average pricing
arrangements may also involve types of settlements, incentive payments and/or other credits or charges.

Estimated pricing and average pricing also take into account adjustmentsto correct for over- or
underestimation of past pricing of claims, as noted above. However, such adjustments will not affect the price
we used for your claim because they will not be applied after a claim has already been paid.



B. Negotiated (honi BlueCard Program) Arrangements

With respect to one or more Host Blues, instead of using the BlueCard Program, Anthem may process your
claims for Covered Senvices through Negotiated Arrangements for National Accounts.

The amount you pay for Covered Senvices under this arrangement will be calculated based on the lower of
either billed charges for Covered Senices or the negotiated price (refer to the descriptionof negotiated price
under Section A. BlueCard Program) made available to Anthem by the Host Blue.

C. Special Cases: Value-Based Programs
BlueCard® Program

If you receive Covered Senices under a Value-Based Program inside a Host Blue’s Senice Area, you will not
be responsible for paying any of the Provider Incentives, risk-sharing, and/or Care Coordinator Fees that are a
part of such an arrangement, except when a Host Blue passes these fees to Anthem through average pricing
or fee schedule adjustments. Additionalinformationis available upon request.

Value-Based Programs: Negotiated (noni BlueCard Program) Arrangements

If Anthem has entered into a Negotiated Arrangement with a Host Blue to provide Value-Based Programsto
the Plan on your behalf, Anthem will follow the same procedures for Value-Based Programs administration
and Care Coordinator Fees as noted abowe for the BlueCard Program.

D. Inter-Plan Programs: Federal/State Taxes/Surcharges/Fees

Federal or state laws or regulations may require a surcharge, tax or other fee. If applicable, we will include
any such surcharge, tax or other fee as part of the claim charge passed on to you.

E. NonparticipatingProvidersOutside Our Service Area
1. Allowed Amounts and Member Liability Calculation

When Cowered Senvces are provided outsideof Ant hem’ s S dy non-pargcipaing praviders,
we may determine benefits and make payment based on pricing from either the Host Blue or the pricing
arrangements required by applicable state or federal law. In these situations, the amount you pay for
such senvices as Deductible, Copayment or Coinsurance will be based on that allowed amount. Also, you
may be responsible for the difference between the amount that the non-participating provider bills and the
payment we will make for the Covered Senices as set forth in this paragraph. Federal or state law, as
applicable, will govern payments for out-of-network Emergency senvices.

2. Exceptions

In certain situations, we may use other pricing methods, such as billed charges orthe pricing we would
use ifthe healthcare senices had been obtained within the Anthem Senice Area, or a special negotiated
price to determine the amount we will pay for senices provided by nonparticipating providers. In these
situations, you may be liable for the difference between the amount that the nonparticipating provider bills
and the payment we make for the Covered Senvices as set forth in this paragraph.

F. Blue CrossBlue Shield Global Core®Program

If you plan to travel outside the United States, call Member Senvices to find out your Blue Cross Blue Shield

Global Core® benefits. Benefits for senices received outside of the United States may be different from
senices received in the United States. Remember to take an up to date health ID card with you.



When you are traveling abroad and need medical care, you can call the Blue Cross Blue Shield Global Core®
Senvice Center any time. They are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week. The toll free number is
800-810-2583. Oryou can call them collect at 804-673-1177.

If you need inpatient hospital care, you or someone on your behalf, should contact us for preauthorization.
Keep in mind, if you need Emergency medical care, go to the nearest hospital. There is no need to call
before you receive care.

Pl ease refer to the “ Gett i hisBodkepfor farther Inforfnaiion. YBlecarddamnt s ” s
how to get preauthorization when you need to be admitted to the hospital for Emergency or non-emergency
care.

How Claims are Paid with Blue Cross Blue Shield Global Core®

In most cases, when you arrange inpatient hospital care with Blue Cross Blue Shield Global Core®, claims will
be filed for you. The only amounts that you may need to pay up front are any Copayment, Coinsurance or
Deductible amounts that may apply.

You will typically need to pay for the following senices up front:

1 Doctors senices;
f Inpatient hospital care not arranged through Blue Cross Blue Shield Global Core®; and
1 Outpatient senvices.

You will need to file a claim form for any payments made up front.

When you need Blue Cross Blue Shield Global Core® claim forms you can get international claims forms in the
following ways:

Coordination of Benefits When Mem
More Than One Pl an

If you are covered by more than one group health plan, your benefits under This Plan will be coordinated with
the benefits of those Other Plans so that the benefits and senices you receive from all group coverages do
not exceed 100% of the Maximum Allowed Amount. These coordination provisions apply separately to each
Member, per calendar year, and are largely determined by California law. Any coverage you have for medical
benefits will be coordinated as shown below.

DEFINITIONS

The meanings of key terms used in this section are shown below. Whenever any of the key terms shown
below appears in these provisions, the first letter of each word will be capitalized. When you see these
capitalized words, you should refer to this “Definit.i

Allowable Expense is any necessary, reasonable and customary item of expense which is at least partially
cowered by any plan covering the person for whom a claim is made. When a Plan provides benefits in the
form of senices rather than cash payments, the reasonable cash value of each senice rendered will be
deemed to be both an Allowable Expense and a benefit paid. An expense that is not covered by any plan
cowering the person for whom a claim is made is not an Allowable Expense.

The following are not an Allowable Expense:

1. Use of a private Hospital room is not an Allowable Expense unless the patient's stay in a private Hospital
room is Medically Necessary in terms of generally accepted medical practice, or one of the plans routinely
provides coverage for Hospital private rooms.

2. Ifyouare cowered by two plans that calculate benefits or senices on the basis of a reasonable and
customary amount or relative value schedule reimbursement method or some other similar
reimbursement method, any amount in excess of the higher of the reasonable and customary amounts.

3. Ifapersonis covered by two plans that provide benefits or senices on the basis of negotiated rates or
fees, an amount in excess of the lower of the negotiated rates.

4. |If a personis covered by one plan that calculates its benefits or senices on the basis of a reasonable and
customary amount or relative value schedule reimbursement method or some other similar
reimbursement method and another plan provides its benefits or senices on the basis of negotiated rates
or fees, any amount in excess of the negotiated rate.

5. Theamount of any benefit reduction by the Principal
provisions is not an Allowable Expense. Examples of these types of provisions include second surgical
opinions, utilization review requirements, and network provider arrangements.

6. If you advise us that all plans covering you are high deductible health plans as defined by Section 223 of
the Internal Revenue Code, and you intend to contribute to a health savings account established in
accordance with Section 223 of the Internal Revenue Code, any amount that is subject to the primary
high deductible health plan’s deducti bl e.



Other Plan is any of the following:

Group, blanket or franchise insurance coverage;

2. Group senice plan contract, group practice, group individual practice and other group prepayment
cowverages;

3. Group coverage under labor-management trusteed plans, union benefit organization plans, employer
organization plans, employee benefit organization plans or self-insured employee benefit plans.

Thet erm “ Ot her Pl an” refers separately to each agr eeme
senices and benefits, and only to that portion of such agreement, policy, contract, or arrangement which
resenes the right to take the senices or benefits of Other Plans into consideration in determining benefits.

Principal Plan is the plan which will have its benefits determined first.
This Plan is that portion of This Plan which provides benefits subject to this provision.
EFFECT ON BENEFITS

1. If This Planis the Principal Plan, then its benefits will be determined first without taking into account the
benefits or senices of any Other Plan.

2. If This Planis not the Principal Plan, then its benefits may be reduced so that the benefits and senices of
all the plans do not exceed Allowable Expense.

3. The benefits of This Plan will never be greater than the sum of the benefits that would have been paid if
you were covered under This Plan only.

ORDER OF BENEFITS DETERMINATION
The first of the following rules which applies will determine the order in which benefits are payable:

1. A planwhich has no Coordination of Benefits provision pays before a plan which has a Coordination of
Benefits provision.

2. A planwhich covers you as a Subscriber pays before a plan which covers you as a dependent. But, if you
are a Medicare beneficiary and also a dependent of an employee with current employment status under
anot her plan, this rule might change. | f, according
which covers you as a dependent, then the plan which covers you as a dependent pays before a plan
which cowvers you as a Subscriber.

For example: You are covered as a retired Subscriber under This Plan and entitled to Medicare

(Medicare would pay first, This Plan would pay second). You are also covered as a dependent of an

active employee under another plan provided by an employer group of twenty (20) or more employees

(then, according to Medicare's rules, Medi ccovers woul
you as a dependent of an active employee will pay first, Medicare will pay second, and the plan which

cowers you as a retired Subscriber will pay last.

3. For a dependent child covered under plans of two parents, the plan of the parent whose birthday falls
earlier in the calendar year pays before the plan of the parent whose birthday falls later in the calendar
year. But if one plan does not have a birthday rule provision, the provisions of that plan determine the
order of benefits.

Exception to rule 3: For a dependent child of parents who are divorced or separated, the following rules
will be used in place of rule 3:



a. If the parent with custody of that child for whom a claim has been made has not remarried, then the
plan of the parent with custody that covers that child as a dependent pays first.

b. If the parent with custody of that child for whom a claim has been made has remarried, then the order
in which benefits are paid will be as follows:

The plan which cowers that child as a dependent of the parent with custody.

The plan which covers that child as a dependent of the stepparent (married to the parent with
custody).

0 The plan which cowers that child as a dependent of the parent without custody.
0 The plan which cowers that child as a dependent of the stepparent (married to the parent without

custody).
c. Regardl ess of a. and b. above, if there is a court
responsibility for that child’”s heal tabdependemtef cover

that parent pays first.

4. The plan covering you as a laid-off or retired employee or as a dependent of a laid-off or retired employee
pays after a plan covering you as other than a laid-off or retired employee or the dependent of such a
person. But, if either plan does not have a provision regarding laid-off or retired employees, provision 6.
applies.

5. The plan cowering you under a continuation of coverage provision in accordance with state or federal law
pays last. If the order of benefit determination provisions of the Other Plan does not agree under these
circumstances with the order of benefit determination provisions of This Plan, this rule will not apply.

6. When the above rules do not establish the order of payment, the plan on which you have been enrolled
the longest pays first unless two of the plans have the same effective date. In this case, Allowable
Expense is split equally between the two plans.

OUR RIGHTS UNDER THIS PROVISION

Responsibility for Timely Notice. We are not responsible for coordination of benefits unless timely
information has been provided by the requesting party regarding the application of this provision.

Reasonable Cash Value. If any Other Plan provides benefits in the form of senices rather than cash
payment, the reasonable cash value of senices provided will be considered Allowable Expense. The
reasonable cash value of such senice will be considered a benefit paid, and our liability will be reduced
accordingly.

Facility of Payment. If payments which should have been made under This Plan have been made under any
Other Plan, we have the right to pay that Other Plan any amount we determine to be warranted to satisfy the
intent of this provision. Any such amountwill be considered a benefit paid under This Plan, and such payment
will fully satisfy our liability under this provision.

Right of Recovery. If payments made under This Plan exceed the maximum payment necessary to satisfy
the intent of this provision, we have the right to recover that excess amount from any persons or organizations
to or for whom those payments were made, or from any insurance company or senice plan.



Third Party Liability and Re]

Under some circumstances, a third party may be liable or legally responsible by reason of negligence, an
intentional act, or the breach of a legal obligation of such third party for an injury, disease, or other condition
for which a Member receives Covered Senvices. In that event, any benefits we pay under this Booklet for such
Cowvered Senvices will be subject to the following:

T We will automatically have a | ien upon any amount vy
insurer or guarantor by judgment, award, settlement or otherwise. Our lien will be in the amount of the
benefits we pay under this Booklet for treatment of the illness, injury, disease, or condition for which the
third party is liable. Our lien will not exceed the amount we actually paid for those senices if we paid the
Provider other than on a capitated basis. If we paid the Provider on a capitated basis, our lien will not
exceed 80% of the usual and customary charges for those senices in the geographic area in which they
were rendered. In addition, if you engaged an attorney to gain your Recovery from the third party, our lien
shall not be for a sum in excess of one-third of the monies due you under any final judgment,
compromise, or settlement agreement. If you did not engage an attorney, our lien shall not be for a sum in
excess of one-half of the monies due you under any final judgment, compromise, or settlement
agreement. Where a final judgment includes a special finding by a judge, jury or arbitrator that you were
partially at fault, our lien shall be reduced by the same comparative fault percentage by which your
Recowvery was reduced. Our lien is subject to a pro rata reduction commensurate with your reasonable
attorney’'s fees and costs in accordance with the co

1 You agree to advise us in writing of your claim against a third party within sixty (60) days of making such
claim, and that you will take such action, furnish such information and assistance, and execute such
papers as we may require to facilitate enforcement of our lien rights. You agree not to take any action that
may prejudice our rights or interests under the Agreement. You agree also that failing to give us such
notice, or failing to cooperate with us, or taking action that prejudices our rights will be a material breach
of the Agreement. In the event of such material breach, you will be personally responsible and liable for
reimbursing to us the amount of benefits we paid.

1  Wewill be entitled to collect on our lien even if the amount recovered by or for the Member (or his or her
estate, parent or legal guardian) from or for the account of such third party as compensation for the injury,
illness or condition is less than the actual loss suffered by the Member.



Member Rights and Responsi bl

As a Member you have rights and responsibilities when receiving health care. As your health care partner,
we want to make sure your rights are respected while providing your health benefits. That means giving you
access to our network health care Providers and the information you need to make the best decisions for your
health. As a Member, you should also take an active role in your care.

You have the right to:

1 Speak freely and privately with your health care Providers about all health care options and treatment
needed for your condition, no matter what the cost or whether it is covered under your Plan.

1 Work with your Doctors to make choices about your health care.
Be treated with respect and dignity.

Expect us to keep your personal health information private by following our privacy policies, and state and
federal laws.

1 Get the information you need to help make sure you get the most from your health Plan, and share your
feedback. This includes information on:

- Our company and senvices.
- Our network of health care Providers.
- Yourrights and responsibilities.
- The rules of your health Plan.
- The way your health Plan works.
1 Make a complaint or file an appeal about:
- Your health Plan and any care you receive.
- Any Cowered Senvce or benefit decision that your health Plan makes.

1 Say noto care, for any condition, sickness or disease, without having an effect on any care you may get
in the future. This includes asking your Doctor to tell you how that may affect your health now and in the
future.

1 Get the most up-to-date information from a health care Provider about the cause of your iliness, your
treatment and what may resultfrom it. You can ask for help if you do not understand this information.

You have the responsibility to:

1 Read all information about your health benefits and ask for help if you have questions.

1 Follow all health Plan rules and policies.

1 Choose an In-Network Primary Care Physician, also called a PCP, if your health Plan requires it.

1 Treat all Doctors, health care Providers and staff with respect.

You must submit your Grievance to us no later than 180 days following the date youreceive a denial notice
from us or any other incident or action with which you are dissatisfied. You mustinclude all pertinent
information from your Identification Card and the details and circumstances of your concern or problem. Upon
receipt of your Grievance, your issue will become part of our formal Grievance process and will be resolved
accordingly.

Grievances received by us will be acknowledged in writing as required by law. Except for Grievances that
concern the Prescription Drug List, we will review and respond to your Grievance within the following
timeframes:

1 After we have received your Grievance, we will send you a written statement on its resolution or pending
status within thirty (30) days.

1 Ifyour case invwolves an imminent and serious threat to your health, including, but not limited to, severe
pain or the potential loss of life, limb, or major bodily function, review of your Grievance will be expedited,
and we will provide you with a written statement on the disposition or pending status of the Grievance no
later than three (3) days from the receipt of the Grievance.

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of your Grievance, or if your Grievance has not been resolved after
at least thirty (30) days, you may submit your Grievance to the California Department of Insurance (CDI) for
review prior to binding arbitration (see the section entited COMPLAINT NOTICE, at the beginning of this
Booklet). If your case inwolves an imminent and serious threat to your health, as described abowe, or a
cancellation or non-renewal of coverage under this Booklet, you are not required to complete our Grievance
process, but may immediately submit your Grievance to the California Department of Insurance for review.

If, after a denial of benefits, we consider, rely on or generate any new or additional evidence in connection
with your claim, we will provide you with that new or additional evidence, free of charge. We will not base our
Grievance decision on a new or additional rationale without first providing you (free of charge) with, and a
reasonable opportunity to respond to, any such new or additional rationale. If we fail to follow the Grievance

procedures outlined under this section the Grievance process may be deemed exhausted. However, the
Grievance process will not be deemed exhausted due to de minimis violations that do not cause, and are not
likely to cause, prejudice or harm so long as the error was for good cause or due to matters beyond our
control.

You may at any time pursue your ultimate remedy, whic
this section for additional details).

Independent Medical Review Based Upon the Denial of Experimental or
Investigational Treatment

If a Member has had coverage denied because proposed treatment is determined by us to be Experimental or
Investigational, that Member may ask for review of that denialby anindepe ndent Medi cal Revi ew
organization contracting with the California Department of Insurance. A request for review may be submitted

to the California Department of Insurance in accordance with the procedures described under

“1 NDEPENDENT MEBN ASRIEVRAECES INVOLVING A DISPUTED HEALTH CARE

SERVICE."”™ To qualify for I MR, all of the following co

1 The Member has a life-threatening or seriously debilitating condition.

- Alife-threatening condition is a condition or disease where the likelihood of death is high unless the
course of the condition or disease is interrupted and/or a condition or disease with a potentially fatal
outcome where the end-point of clinical intervention is survival.

- A seriously debilitating condition is a disease or condition that causes major, irreversible morbidity.

1 The proposed treatment must be recommended by an In-Network Provider, or a board certified or board
eligible Physician qualified to treat the Member, who has certified in writing that it is more likely to be
beneficial than standard treatment, and who has provided the supporting evidence.

1 Ifan IMRis requested by the Member or by a qualified Out-of-Network Provider, as described abowe, the
requester must supply two items of acceptable medical and scientific evidence (as defined below).

Within three (3) business days of our receipt from the California Department of Insurance of a request by a

gualified Member for an IMR, we will provide the IMR organization designated by the Department with a copy

of all relevant medical records and documents for review, and any information submitted by the Member or

the Member’'s Physician. Any subsequent information re
within three (3) business days. Additionally, any newly developed or discovered relevant medical records

identified by us or our In-Network Providers after the initial documents are provided will be forwarded

immediately to the IMR organization. The IMR organization will render its determination within thirty (30) days

of the request (or seven (7) days in the case of an expedited review), except the reviewer may ask for three

(3) more days if there was any delay in receiving the necessary records.

Independent Medical Review of Grievances Involving A Disputed Health
Care Service

You may request an Independent MedicalRevi ew ( “ 1 MR”) of di sput e dCalifoenml t h ¢
Department of Insurance if you believe that we have improperly denied, modified, or delayed health care
services. A “disputed health car e s eearagdandpdyméntsundarny he a

your Plan that has been denied, modified, or delayed by us, in whole or in part, because the senice is not
Medically Necessary.

The IMR process is in addition to any other procedures or remedies that may be available to you. You pay no
application or processing fees of any kind for IMR. You have the right to provide information in support of the
request for IMR. We must provide you with an IMR application form with any Grievance disposition letter that
denies, madifies, or delays health care senices. A decision not to participate in the IMR process may cause
you to forfeit any statutory right to pursue legal action against us regarding the disputed health care senvice.

Eligibility: The CDI will review your application for IMR to confirm that:

1. a. Your Doctor has recommended a health care senice as Medically Necessary,
b. You hawe received Urgent Care or Emergency senices that a Provider determined was Medically
Necessary, or
c. You hawe been seen by an In-Network Provider for the diagnosis or treatment of the medical
condition for which you seek independent review;

2. The disputed health care senice has been denied, maodified, or delayed by us based in whole or in part
on a decision that the health care senice is not Medically Necessary; and

3. You hawe filed a Grievance with us and the disputed decision is upheld or the Grievance remains
unresolved after thirty (30) days. If your Grievance requires expedited review you may bring it
immediately to the C D | attention. The CDI may waive the requirement that you follow our Grievance
process in extraordinary and compelling cases.

If your case is eligible for IMR, the dispute will be submitted to a medical specialist who will make an
independent determination of whether or not the care is Medically Necessary. You will receive a copy of the
assessment made in your case. Ifthe IMR determines the senice is Medically Necessary, we will provide
benefits for the health care senice.

For non-urgent cases, the IMR organization designated by the CDI must provide its determination within thirty
(30) days of receipt of your application and supporting documents. For urgent cases involving an imminent



and serious threat to your health, including, but not limited to, serious pain, the potential loss of life, limb, or
major bodily function, or the immediate and serious deterioration of your health, the IMR organization must
provide its determination within three (3) business days.

For more information regarding the IMR process, or to request an application form, please call our Member
Senvices department at the telephone number listed on the back of your Identification Card.

Questions About Your Prescription Drug Coverage

If you have outpatient Prescription Drug coverage and you have questions or concerns, you may call
Pharmacy Member Senices at the telephone number on the back of your Identification Card.

Who is Eligible for Coverage

Subscriberdés Eligibility

1 The person eligible to enroll as a Subscriber is any permanent employee who is actively engaged on a
full-time basis in the conduct of the business of the employer. For specific information about your
empl oyer’s eligibility rules for cover agDepartmehtease c

Dependents

To be eligible to enroll as a Dependent, you must be listed on the enroliment form completed by the
Subscriber, meet all Dependent eligibility criteria established by the Group, and be one of the following:

T The Subscriber’s Domestic Partner when a Domestic P
having filed a Declaration of Domestic Partnership with the California Secretary of State pursuant to the
California Family Code, and, at the time of filing, all additional requirements of Domestic Partnership
under the California Family Code have been met.

For a Domestic Partnership other than one that is legally established with the California Secretary of State,
in order for the Subscriber to include their Domestic Partner as a Dependent, the Subscriber and Domestic
Partner must meet the following requirements:

a. Both persons have a common residence.

b. Neither person is married to someone else nor a member of another domestic partnership with
someone else that has not been terminated, dissolved, or adjudged a nullity.

c. The two persons are not related by blood in a way that would prevent them from being married to each
other in California, or if they reside in another state or commonwealth, that state or commonwealth;

d. Both persons are at least 18 years of age.

When You Can Enroll

Initial Enrollment

The Group will offer an initial enroliment period to new Subscribers and their Dependents when the
Subscriber is first eligible for coverage. Cowverage will be effective in accordance with the rules established by
the Group.

If you did not enroll yourself and/or your Dependents during the initial enroliment period you will only be able
to enroll during an Open Enrollment period or during a Special Enrollment period, as described below.

Open Enrollment

Open Enrollment refers to a period of time during which eligible Subscribers and Dependents can apply for or
change coverage. Open Enrollment occurs only once per year. The Group will notify you when Open
Enrollment is available.



Special Enrollment Periods

If a Subscriber or Dependent does not apply for coverage when they are first eligible, they may be able to
enroll in or change health benefit plans as a result of the following triggering events:

1 He or she has met all of the following requirements:

a. They were covered as an individual or dependent under either:

Another employer group health plan or health insurance coverage, including coverage under a
COBRA or CalCOBRA continuation; or

A state Medicaid plan or under a state child health insurance program (SCHIP), including the
Healthy Families Program or the Access for Infants and Mothers (AIM) Program.

They certified in writing at the time they became eligible for coverage under this Plan that they were
declining coverage under this Plan or disenrolling because they were covered under another health
plan as stated above and were given written notice that if they choose to enroll later, they may be
required to wait until the next open enrollment period to do so.

The cowerage under the other health plan wherein they were cowered as an individual or dependent
ended as follows:

If the other health plan was another employer group health plan or health insurance coverage,
including coverage under a COBRA or CalCOBRA continuation, coverage ended because they lost
eligibility under the other plan, the coverage under a COBRA or CalCOBRA continuation was
exhausted, or employer contributions toward coverage under the other plan terminated.

Loss of eligibility for coverage under an employer group health plan or health insurance includes
loss of eligibility due to termination of employment or change in employment status, reduction in
the number of hours worked, loss of dependent status under the terms of the Plan, termination of
the other plan, legal separation, divorce, death of the person through whom you were cowvered.

If the other health plan was a state Medicaid plan or a state child health insurance program
(SCHIP), including the Healthy Families Program or the Access for Infants and Mothers (AIM)
Program, cowverage ended because they lost eligibility under the program. They must properly file
an application with the Group within 60 days after the date the coverage ended.

Late Enrollees

If the Subscriber does not enroll themselves and/or their Dependents when first eligible or during a Special
Enrollment period, they will not be eligible to enroll until the next Open Enroliment Period.

Members who were previously enrolled under another plan offered by the Group that is being replaced by this
Plan are eligible for coverage on the Effective Date of this coverage.

Enrolling Dependent Children

Newborn Children

Newborn children are covered automatically from the moment of birth. Following the birth a child, you should
submit an application / change form to the Group within 31 days to add the newborn to your Plan.

Even if no additional Premium is required, you should still submit an application / change form to the Group to
add the newborn to your Plan, to make sure we have accurate records and are able to cover your claims.

Adopted Children

A child will be considered adopted from the earlier of: (1) the moment of placement in your home; or (2) the
date of an entry of an order granting custody of the child to you. The child will continue to be considered
adopted unless the child is removed from your home prior to issuance of a legal decree of adoption.

Your Dependent’s Effective Date will be the dathe of t
completed application / change form within 31 days of the event.

Adding a Child due to Award of Legal Custody or Guardianship

If you or your spouse is awarded legal custody or guardianship for a child, an application must be submitted
within 31 days of the date legal custody or guardianship is awarded by the court. Coverage will be effective
on the date the court granted legal custody or guardianship.

Qualified Medical Child Support Order

If you are required by a qualified medical child support order or court order, as defined by ERISA and/or
applicable state or federal law, to enroll your child in this Plan, we will permit the child to enroll at any time
without regard to any Open Enrollment limits and will provide the benefits of this Plan according to the
applicable requirements of such order. However, a child's coverage will not extend beyond any Dependent
Age Limit listed in the Schedule of Benefits.



Updating Coverage and/or Removing Dependents

You are required to notify the Group of any changes that affect your eligibility or the eligibility of your
Dependents for this Plan. When any of the following occurs, contact the Group and complete the appropriate

forms:

1 Enrollment in another health plan or in Medicare;

All notifications must be in writing and on approved forms.

Nondiscrimination

No person who is eligible to enroll will be refused enroliment based on health status, health care needs,
genetic information, previous medical information, disability, sexual orientation or identity, gender, or age.

Statementsand Forms

All Members must complete and submit applications or other forms or statements that we may reasonably
request.

Any rights to benefits under this Plan are subject to the condition that all such information is true, correct, and
complete. Any material misrepresentation by you may result in termination of coverage as provided in the
“Termi nation and Cont tion.uWetwil miusea Statsthent radeby woli to \wie your
cowerage after that coverage has been in effect for two years. This does not apply, howewer, to fraudulent
misstatements.



Termination and Continuati on

Termination
Except as otherwise provided, your coverage may terminate in the following situations:

1 When the Contract between the Group and us terminates. It will be the Group's responsibility to notify
you of the termination of coverage.

9 If the Group no longer provides coverage for the class of Members to which you belong.
91 If you choose to terminate your coverage.

1 If you or your Dependents cease to meet the eligibility requirements of the Plan, subject to any applicable
continuation requirements. If you cease to be eligible, the Group and/or you must notify us immediately.
The Group and/or you shall be responsible for payment for any senices incurred by you after you cease
to meet eligibility requirements.

The Group agrees to immediately notify
us that you have elected coverage elsewhere.

When the required Premiums are not paid, we may terminate your coverage and may also terminate the
cowerage of your Dependents upon first mailing a written Notice of Cancellation to the Group at least
thirty (30) days, or if longer, the period required by federal law, prior to that termination.

Improper termination or non-renewal (requests for review):

If you believe that your coverage has been improperly terminated or not renewed, you may request a review

of the matter in accordance with the Grievewnce proces
Procedures.” You should file your grievance as soon a
will end. You may also request a review of the matter by the California Department of Insurance. If your

cowerage is still in effect when you submit a grievance, we will continue to provide coverage to you under the

terms of this Plan until a final determination of your request for review has been made, including any review

by the California Department of Insurance (this does not apply if your coverage is cancelled for non-payment

of subscription charges). If your coverage is maintained in force pending outcome of the review, subscription

charges must still be paid to us on your behalf.

Removal of Members

Upon written request throughthe Group, Yy ou may canhcel your coverage and/ c
from the Plan. If this happens, no benefits will be provided for Covered Senvices after the termination date.



Continuation of Coverage Under Federal Law (COBRA)

The following applies if you are covered by a Group that is subject to the requirements of the Consolidated
Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA) of 1985, as amended.

COBRA continuation coverage can become available to you when you would otherwise lose coverage under
your Group's health Plan. It can also become available to other Members of your family, who are covered
under the Group's health Plan, when they would otherwise lose their health coverage. For additional
information about your rights and duties under federal law, you should contact the Group.

Qualifying events for Continuation Coverage under Federal Law (COBRA)

COBRA continuation coverage is available when your coverage would otherwise end because of certain
“qualifying events.”’ After a qualifying event, COBRA
who is a “qualified b eaneyour®ependentchildren otherthan aypamestic s po u s
Partner, and a child of a Domestic Partner, could become qualified beneficiaries if you were covered on the

day before the qualifying event and your coverage would be lost because of the qualifying event. Qualified

beneficiaries who elect COBRA must pay for this COBRA continuation coverage.

This benefit entitles each Member of your family, other than a Domestic Partner, or a child of a Domestic
Partner, who is enrolled in the Plan to elect continuation independently. Each qualified beneficiary has the
right to make independent benefit elections at the time of annual enroliment. Covered Subscribers may elect
COBRA continuation coverage on behalf of their spouses, and parents or legal guardians may elect COBRA
continuation coverage on behalf of their children. A child born to, or placed for adoption with, a covered
Subscriber during the period of continuation coverage is also eligible for election of continuation coverage.

Qualifying Event Length of Availability of Coverage

COBRA coverage will end before the end of the maximum continuation period listed abowe if you become
entitled to Medicare benefits. Inthat case a qualified beneficiary — other than the Medicare beneficiary —is
entitled to continuation coverage for no more than a total of 36 months. (For example, if you become entitled
to Medicare prior to termination of employment or reduction in hours, COBRA continuation coverage for your
spouse and children can last up to 36 months after the date of Medicare entitlement.)

If Your Group Offers Retirement Coverage

If you are a retiree under this Plan, filing a proceeding in bankruptcy under Title 11 of the United States Code

may be a qualifying event. If a proceeding in bankruptcy is filed with respect to your Group, and that

bankruptcy results in the loss of coverage, you will become a qualified beneficiary with respect to the

bankruptcy. Your Dependents will also become qualified beneficiaries if bankruptcy results in the loss of their

cowerage under this Plan. If COBRA cowerage becomes available to a retiree and his or her covered

Dependents as a result of a bankruptcy filing, the retiree may continue coverage for life and his or her
Dependents may also continue coverage for a maxi mum o
death.

Second qualifying event

If your family has another qualifying event (such as a legal separation, divorce, etc.) during the initial 18
months of COBRA continuation coverage, your Dependents can receive up to 18 additional months of
COBRA continuation coverage, for a maximum of 36 months from the original qualifying event. Such
additional coverage is only available if the second qualifying event would have caused your Dependents to
lose coverage under the Plan had the first qualifying event not occurred.

Notification Requirements

The Group will offer COBRA continuation coverage to qualified beneficiaries only after the Group has been
notified that a qualifying event has occurred. When the qualifying event is the end of employment or
reduction of hours of employment, death of the Subscriber, commencement of a proceeding in bankruptcy
with respect to the employer, or the Subscriber's becoming entitled to Medicare benefits (under Part A, Part
B, or both), the Group will notify the COBRA Administrator (e.g., Human Resources or their external vendor)
of the qualifying event.

You Must Give Notice of Some Qualifying Events
For other qualifying events (e.qg., divorce or legal separation of the Subscriber and spouse or a Dependent

Electing COBRA Continuation Coverage

To continue your coverage, you or an eligible Dependent must make an election within 60 days of the date

You must pay the total Premium appropriate for the type of benefit

cowerage you choose to continue. If the Premium rate changes for active associates, your monthly Premium

will also change. The Premium you must pay cannot be more than 102% of the Premium charged for

Disability extension of 18-month period of continuation coverage

For Subscribers who are determined, at the time of the qualifying event, to be disabled under Title Il (OASDI)
or Title XVI (SSI) of the Social Security Act, and Subscribers who become disabled during the first 60 days of
COBRA continuation coverage, coverage may continue fr
Dependents are also eligible for the 18- to 29-month disability extension. (This also applies if any covered
Dependent is found to be disabled.) This would only apply if the qualified beneficiary gives notice of disability
status within 60 days of the disabling determination. In these cases, the employer can charge 150% of
Premium for months 19 through 29. This would allow health coverage to be provided in the period between
the end of 18 months and the time that Medicare begins coverage for the disabled at 29 months. (If a qualified
beneficiary is determined by the Social Security Administration to no longer be disabled, such qualified
beneficiary must notify the Plan Administrator of that fact in writing within 30 days after the Social Security

Trade Adjustment Act Eligible Individual

If you don’t initially elect COBRA coverage and | ater
the U.S. Trade Act of 1974 due to the same event which caused you to be eligible initially for COB RA

cowverage under this Plan, you will be entitled to another 60-day period in which to elect COBRA cowerage.

This second 60-day period will commence on the first day of the month on which you become eligible for

trade adjustment assistance. COBRA cowerage elected during this second election period will be effective on

the first day of the election period.

When COBRA Coverage Ends

COBRA benefits are available without proof of insurability and coverage will end on the earliest of the
following:

A cowered individual reaches the end of the maximum coverage period;
A cowered individual fails to pay a required Premium on time;

A cowered individual becomes cowvered under any other group health plan after electing COBRA. Ifthe
other group health plan contains any exclusion or limitation on a pre-existing condition that applies to you,
you may continue COBRA cowerage only until these limitations cease;

1 A cowered individual becomes entitled to Medicare after electing COBRA,; or

1 The Group terminates all of its group welfare benefit plans.

Other Coverage Options Besides COBRA Continuation Coverage

Instead of enrolling in COBRA continuation coverage, there may be other coverage options for you and your
family through the Health Insurance Marketplace, Medicaid, or other group health plan coverage options

Continuation of Coverage Under State Law

Continuation of Coverage Cal-COBRA

You have the option to further continue coverage under Cal-COBRA for medical benefits only if your federal
COBRA ended following:

1. 18 months after the qualifying event, if the qualifying event was termination of employment or reduction in
work hours; or

2. 29 months after the qualifying event, if you qualified for the extension of COBRA continuation during total
disability.

All federal COBRA eligibility must be exhausted before you are eligible to further continue coverage under Cal -
COBRA. Youare not eligible to further continue coverage under Cal-COBRA if you (a) are entitled to Medicare;
(b) have other coverage or become covered under another group plan; or (c) are eligible for or covered under
federal COBRA. Cowerage under Cal-COBRA is available for medical benefits only.

TERMS OF CAL-COBRA CONTINUATION

Notice. Within 180 days prior to the date federal COBRA ends, we will notify you of your right to further elect
cowerage under Cal-COBRA. If you choose to elect Cal-COBRA coverage, you must notify us within sixty
(60) days of the later of: (i) the date your coverage under federal COBRA ends, or (ii) the date you were sent
notice of your Cal-COBRA continuation right. If you don't give us written notification within this time period you
will not be able to continue your coverage. The Cal-COBRA continuation coverage may be chosen for all
Members within a covered family, or only for selected Members.

Please examine your options carefully before declining this coverage. You should be aware that companies
selling individual health insurance typically require a review of your medical history that could result in higher
cost or you could be denied coverage entirely.

The initial Premium must be delivered to us within forty -five (45) days after you elect Cal-COBRA continuation
coverage.

An election of continuation coverage must be in writing and delivered to us by first class mail or other reliable
means of delivery, including personal delivery, express mail or private courier company. The initial Premium
must be delivered to us, and must be in an amount sufficient to pay all Premium due. A failure to properly
give notice of an election of continuation coverage or a failure to properly and timely pay Premium
due will disqualify you from continuing coverage under this Part.

If you have Cal-COBRA continuation coverage under a prior plan that terminates because the agreement
between the employer and the prior plan terminates, you may elect continuation coverage under the
Agreement, which will continue for the balance of the period under which you would have remained covered
under the prior plan. To do so, you must make the election and pay all Premium on the terms described
above and below. Such continuation coverage will terminate if you fail to comply with the requirements for
enrolling in and paying Premiums to us within thirty (30) days of receiving notice of the termination of the prior
plan.

Additional Dependents. A dependent acquired during the Cal-COBRA continuation period is eligible to be

enrolled as a Dependent and has separate rights as a Qualified Beneficiary. The standard enroliment

provisions of the Agreement apply to enrollees during the Cal-COBRA continuation period. A Dependent

acquired and enrolled after the effective date of continuation coverage resulting from the original Qualifying

Event is not eligible for a separate continuation if
cowverage.

Cost of Coverage. You must pay us the Premium required under the Agreement for your Cal-COBRA

continuation coverage, and the notice of your Cal-COBRA continuation right, which you will receive from us,

will include the amount of the required Premium payment. This Premium, also sometimes called the
“subscription charge,” must be hdudngihg GaleCOBRAooONtmgtioby t he
period and shall be 110% of the rate applicable to a Member for whom cowverage under federal COBRA ended

after 18 months, or 150% of the rate applicable to a Member for whom coverage under federal COBRA ended

29 months. The first payment of the Premium is due within forty -five (45) days after you elect Cal-COBRA.

We must receive subsequent payments of the Premium from you by the first of each month in order to
maintain the coverage in force.

If Premium charges are not received when due, your coverage will be cancelled. We will cancel your
cowverage only upon sending you written notice of cancellation at least 30 days prior to cancelling your
cowerage (or any longer period of time required by applicable federal law, rule, or regulation). If you make
payment in full within this time period, your coverage will not be cancelled. If you do not make the required
payment in full within this time period, your coverage will be cancelled as of 12:00 midnight on the thirtieth day
after the date on which the notice of cancellation is sent (or any longer period of time required by applicable
federal law, rule, or regulation) and will not be reinstated. Any payment we receive after this time period runs
out will be refunded to you within 20 business days. Note: You are still responsible for any unpaid
subscription charges that you owe to us, including subscription charges that apply during any grace period.

When Cal-COBRA Continuation Coverage Begins. When Cal-COBRA continuation coverage is elected
and the Premium is paid, coverage is reinstated back to the date federal COBRA ended, so that no break in
coverage occurs.

For Dependents properly enrolled during the Cal-COBRA continuation, coverage begins according to the
enrollment provisions of the Agreement.

When Cal-COBRA Continuation Ends.

The end of thirty-six (36) months from the Qualifying Event under federal COBRA;*
The date the Agreement terminates;

The end of the period for which Premium are last paid,;

The date the Member becomes entitled to Medicare;
The date the Member becomes covered under a federal COBRA continuation;

The date the employer, or any successor employer or purchaser of the employer, ceases to provide any
group benefit plan to his or her employees; or

*For a Member whose Cal-COBRA continuation coverage began under a prior plan, this term will be dated
from the time of the Qualifying Event under that prior plan.

If your Cal-COBRA continuation coverage under this Plan ends because the Group replaces our coverage
with coverage from another company, the Group must notify you at least thirty (30) days in advance and let
you know what you have to do to enroll for coverage under the new plan for the balance of your Cal-COBRA
continuation period.

Continuation of Coverage Due To Military Service

Under the Uniformed Senices Employment and Reemployment Rights Act of 1994 (USERRA), the
Subscriber or his / her Dependents may have a right to continue health care coverage under the Plan if the
Subscriber must take a leave of absence from work due to military leave.

Employers must give a cumulative total of five years and in certain instances more than five years, of military
leave.

“Military service” means p e infoloantany dasis and icclideslaativeydutyp n  a v ol
active duty for training, initial active duty for training, inactive duty training, and full-time National Guard duty.

During a military leave covered by USERRA, the law requires employers to continue to give coverage under
this Plan to its Members. The coverage provided must be identical to the coverage provided to similarly
situated, active employees and Dependents. This means that if the coverage for similarly situated, active
employees and Dependents is modified, coverage for you (the individual on military leave) will be modified.

You may elect to continue to cover yourself and your eligible Dependents by notifying your employer in
advance and submitting payment of any required contribution for health coverage. This may include the
amount the employer normally pays on your behalf. If your military senice is for a period of time less than 31
days, you may not be required to pay more than the active Member contribution, if any, for continuation of
health coverage. For military leaves of 31 days or more, you may be required to pay up to 102% of the full
cost of coverage, i.e., the employee and employer share.

The amount of time you continue coverage due to USERRA will reduce the amount of time you will be eligible
to continue coverage under COBRA.



Maximum Period of Coverage During a Military Leave

Continued coverage under USERRA will end on the earlier of the following events:

1. The date you fail to return to work with the Group following completion of your military leave. Subscribers
must return to work within:

a. The first full business day after completing military senvice, for leaves of 30 days or less. A
reasonable amount of travel time will be allowed for returning from such military senice,

b. 14 days after completing military senice for leaves of 31 to 180 days,
c. 90days after completing military senvice for leaves of more than 180 days; or
2. 24 months from the date your leave began.

Reinstatement of Coverage Following a Military Leave

Regardless of whether you continue coverage during your military leave, if you return to work your health
cowverage and that of your eligible Dependents will be reinstated under this Planif you return within:

1. The first full business day of completing your military senice, for leaves of 30 days or less. A reasonable
amount of travel time will be allowed for returning from such military senvice;

2. 14 days of completing your military senice for leaves of 31 to 180 days; or
3. 90 days of completing your military senvice for leaves of more than 180 days.

If, due to an iliness or injury caused or aggravated by your military senice, you cannot return to work within
the time frames stated above, you may take up to:

1. Two years; or

2. As soon as reasonably possible if, for reasons beyond your control you cannot return within two years
because you are recovering from such iliness or injury.

If your coverage under the Plan is reinstated, all terms and conditions of the Plan will apply to the extent that
they would have applied if you had not taken military leave and your coverage had been continuous. Any
waiting / probationary periods will not apply.

Please note that, regardless of the continuation and/or reinstatement provisions listed abowe, this Plan will not
cowver senices for any illness or injury caused or aggravated by your military senice.

Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993

A Subscriber who takes a leave of absence under the Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (the Act) will still
be eligible for this Plan during their leave. We will not consider the Subscriber and his or her Dependents
ineligible because the Subscriber is not at work.

If the Subscriber ends their coverage during the leave, the Subscriber and any Dependents who were
cowvered immediately before the leave may be added back to the Plan when the Subscriber returns to work
without medical underwriting. To be added back to the Plan, the Group may have to give us evidence that the
Family and Medical Leave Act applied to the Subscriber. We may require a copy of the health care Provider
statement allowed by the Act.



Temporary Medical Leave of Absence

Enrolled Subscribers are eligible to continue Group coverage for themselves and their enrolled Dependents
for a maximum period as elected by the employer on the employer application, but in no event more than six
(6) months, provided that the Subscriber continues an employer approved medical leave of absence and the
employer continues to pay the required monthly Premium.

Benefits After Termination Of Coverage

Any benefits available under this section are subject to all the other terms and conditions of this Plan.

If you are Totally Disabled on the Group's termination date, and you are not eligible for regular coverage

under another similar health plan, benefits will continue for treatment of the disabling condition(s). Benefits
will continue until the earliest of:

The date you cease to be Totally Disabled;
The end of a period of 12 months in a row that follows the Group termination date;
The date you become eligible for regular coverage under another health plan; or
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The payment of any benefit maximum.

Benefits will be limited to coverage for treatment of the condition or conditions causing Total Disability.



Gener al Provisions

Assignment

The Group cannot legally transfer this Booklet, without obtaining written permission from us. Members cannot
legally transfer the coverage. Benefits available under this Booklet are not assignable by any Member without
obtaining written permission from us, unless in a way described in this Booklet.

Availability of Care

If there is an epidemic or public disaster we will use our best efforts to ensure health care senices are
provided to Members. In the unfortunate event of an epidemic or public disaster, Hospitals and other In-
Network Providers will do their best to provide the senices you may need. If you or your eligible Dependents
cannot obtain care from one of these In-Network Providers, you may need to seek senices from any available

Emergency Facili t y. You will have the same amount of time to
Claim & ProofofLoss” s ecti on.

Care Coordination

We pay In-Network Providers in various ways to provide Covered Senices to you. For example, sometimes
we may pay In-Network Providers a separate amount for each Covered Senice they provide. We may also
pay them one amount for all Covered Senices related to treatment of a medical condition. Other times, we
may pay a periodic, fixed pre-determined amount to cover the costs of Covered Senvices. In addition, we may
pay In-Network Providers financial incentives or other amounts to help improve quality of care and/or promote
the delivery of health care senices in a cost-efficient manner, or compensate In-Network Providers for
coordination of Member care. In some instances, In-Network Providers may be required to make payment to
us because they did not meet certain standards. You do not share in any payments made by In-Network
Providers to us under these programs.

Clerical Error

A clerical error will never disturb or affect your coverage, as long as your coverage is valid under the rules of
the Plan. This rule applies to any clerical error, regardless of whether it was the fault of the Group or us.

Confidentiality and Release of Information
Applicable state and federal law requires us to undertake efforts to safeguard your medical information.

For informational purposes only, please be advised that a statement describing our policies and procedures
regarding the protection, use and disclosure of your medical information is available on our website and can
be furnished to you upon request by contacting our Member Senices department.

Obligations that arise under state and federal law and policies and procedures relating to privacy that are

referenced but not included in this Booklet are not part of the contract between the parties and do not give
rise to contractual obligations.

Conformity with Law

Any term of the Plan which is in conflict with the laws of the state in which the Agreement is issued, or with
federal law, will hereby be automatically amended to conform with the minimum requirements of such laws.



Contractwith Anthem

The Group, on behalf of itself and its participants, hereby expressly acknowledges its understanding that this
Plan constitutes a Contract solely between the Group and us, Anthem Blue Cross Life and Health, and that
we are an independent corporation licensed to use the Blue Cross name and mark in the state of California.
The Blue Cross Blue Shield marks are registered by the Blue Cross and Blue Shield Association, an
association of independently licensed Blue Cross and Blue Shield plans, with the U.S. Patent and Trademark
Office in Washington, D.C. and in other countries. Further, we are not contracting as the agent of the Blue
Cross and Blue Shield Association or any other Blue Cross and/or Blue Shield plan or licensee. The Group,
on behalf of itself and its participants, further acknowledges and agrees that it has not entered into this
Contract based upon representations by any person other than Anthem and that no person, entity, or
organization other than Anthem shall be held accountable or liable to the Group forany of Ant hse m’
obligations to the Group created under the Contract. This paragraph shall not create any additional
obligations whatsoever on our part other than those obligations created under other terms of this agreement.

Entire Contract

This Booklet, the Group Contract, the Group application, any riders, endorsements or attachments, and the
individual applications of the Subscriber and Dependents constitute the entire Contract between the Group
and us and as of the Effective Date, supersede all other agreements. Any and all statements made to us by
the Group and any and all statements made to the Group by us are representations and not warranties. No
such statement, except fraudulent misstatement, shall be used in defense to a claim under this Booklet.

Form or Content of Booklet

No agent or employee of ours is authorized to change the form or content of this Booklet. Changes can only
be made through a written authorization, signed by an officer of Anthem.

Governing Law

Anthem is subject to the requirements of the Knox-Keene Health Care Senice Act of 1975, as amended, as
set forth at Chapter 2.2 of Division 2 of the California Health and Safety Code and at Subchapter 5.5 of
Chapter 3 of Title 10 of the California Code of Regulations, and any provision required to be stated herein by
either of the above shall bind Anthem whether or not provided in this Booklet. This Booklet shall be construed
and enforced in accordance with the laws of the state of California.

Government Programs

The benefits under this Plan shall not duplicate any benefits that you are entitled to, or eligible for, under any
other governmental program. This does not apply if any particular laws require us to be the primary payer. If
we have duplicated such benefits, all money paid by such programs to you for senices you have or are
receiving, shall be returned by or on your behalf to us.

Legal Actions

No attempt to recover on the Plan through legal or equity action may be made until at least 60 days after the
written proof of loss has been furnished as required by this Plan. No such action may be started later than
three years from the time written proof of loss is required to be furnished. If you bring a civil action under
Section 502(a) of ERISA, you must bring it within one year of the grievance or appeal decision.



Medical Policy and Technology Assessment

Anthem reviews and evaluates new technology according to its technology evaluation criteria developed by its
medical directors. Technology assessment criteria are used to determine the Experimental / Investigational

status or Medical Necessity of new technology. Gui dan
is provided by the Medical Policy and Technology Assessment Committee (MPTAC) which consists of
approxi mately 20 Doctors from various medical speci al

academic medicine and Doctors in private practice.

Conclusions made are incorporated into medical policy used to establish decision protocols for particular
diseases or treatments and applied to Medical Necessity criteria used to determine whether a procedure,
senice, supply or equipment is covered.

Medicare

Any benefits covered under both this Plan and Medicare will be covered according to Medicare Secondary
Payer legislation, regulations, and Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Senices guidelines, subject to federal

court decisions. Federal law controls whenever there is a conflict among state law, Booklet terms, and
federal law.

Except when federal law requires us to be the primary payer, the benefits under this Plan for Members age 65
and older, or Members otherwise eligible for Medicare, do not duplicate any benefit for which Members are
entitled under Medicare, including Part B. Where Medicare is the responsible payer, all sums payable by
Medicare for senices provided to you shall be reimbursed by or on your behalf to us, to the extent we have
made payment for such senices. If you do not enroll in Medicare Part B when you are eligible, you may have
large out-of-pocket costs. Please refer to Medicare.gov for more details on when you should enroll, and when
you are allowed to delay enrollment without penalties.

Modifications

This Booklet allows the Group to make Plan coverage available to eligible Members. Howevwer, this Booklet
shall be subject to amendment, modification, and termination in accordance with any of its terms, the
Agreement, or by mutual agreement between the Group and us without the permission or involvement of any
Member. Changes will not be effective until the date specified in the written notice we give to the Group
about the change. Written notice will be given at least 60 days before the change becomes effective. By
electing medical and Hospital coverage under the Plan or accepting Plan benefits, all Members who are
legally capable of entering into a contract, and the legal representatives of all Members that are incapable of
entering into a contract, agree to all terms and conditions in this Booklet.

Not Liable for Provider Acts or Omissions

We are not responsible for the actual care you receive from any person. This Booklet does not give anyone
any claim, right, or cause of action against Anthem based on the actions of a Provider of health care,
senvces, or supplies.

Payment Innovation Programs

We pay In-Network Providers through various types of contractual arrangements. Some of these
arrangements — Payment Innovation Programs (Program(s)) — may include financial incentives to help
improve quality of care and promote the delivery of health care senices in a cost-efficient manner.

The Program payments are not made as

payment for specific Covered Senices provided to you, but instead, are basedontheln-Net wor k Pr ovi de
achievement of these pre-defined standards. You are not responsible for any Copayment or Coinsurance

amounts related to payments made by us or to us under the Program(s), and you do not share in any

payments made by Network Providers to us under the Program(s).

Paymentto Providers and Provider Reimbursement

Physicians and other professional Providers are paid on a fee-for-senice basis, according to an agreed
schedule. Hospitals or other health care Facilities may be paid either a fixed fee or on a discounted fee-for-
senice basis. We may pay the benefits of this Booklet directly to In-Network Providers (e.g., Hospitals and
medical transportation Providers). We may pay Hospitals, Physicians and other Providers of senice or the
person or persons having paid for your Hospital or medical senvices directly when you assign benefits in
writing no later than the time of submitting a claim. These payments fulfill our obligation to you for those
senices.

We will pay Out-of-Network Providers and other Providers of senvice directly when Emergency Medical
Condition senices and care are provided to you or one of your Dependents. We will continue such direct
payment until the Emergency Care results in stabilization. You may be responsible for any amount in excess
of the Maximum Allowed Amount that may be billed by an Out-of-Network Provider.

If you or one of your Dependents receives Covered Senices other than Emergency Care from an Out-of-

Network Provider, payment may be made directly to the Subscriber and you will be responsible for payment

to that Provider. An assignment of benefits, to an Out-of-Network Provider, even if assignment includes the
Provider’'s right to r ec edowewr thpee precenain situatioss ipwhichamr al | y voi
assignment of benefits is permitted.

is responsible for satisfaction of notice, disclosure and other obligations of administrators under ERISA. In

the Group is fulfilling statutory obligations imposed on it by federal law and, where applicable, acting as your

agents.

Policies and Procedures

We are able to introduce new policies, procedures, rules and interpretations, as long as they are reasonable.
Such changes are introduced to make the Plan more orderly and efficient. Members must follow and accept
any new policies, procedures, rules, and interpretations.



Under the terms of the Agreement, we have the authority, in our sole discretion, to introduce or terminate from
time to time, pilot or test programs for disease management, care management or wellness initiatives which
may result in the payment of benefits not otherwise specified in this Booklet. We reserve the right to
discontinue a pilot or test program at any time.

Program Incentives

We may offer incentives from time to time, at our discretion, in order to introduce you to covered programs
and senvices available under this Plan. The purpose of these incentives include, but is not limited to, making
you aware of cost effective benefit options or senices, helping you achieve your best health, and encouraging
you to update member-related information. These incentives may be offered in various forms such as retailer
coupons, gift cards, health related merchandise, and discounts on fees or Member cost shares. Acceptance
of these incentives is wluntary as long as Anthem offers the incentives program. We may discontinue an
incentive for a particular covered program or senice at any time. If you have any questions about whether
receipt of an incentive or retailer coupon results in taxable income to you, we recommend that you consult
your tax advisor.

Protectionof Coverage
We do not have the right to cancel the coverage of any Member under the Agreement while;

Public Policy Participation

We hawve established a public policy committee (that we call our Consumer Relations Committee) to advise
our Board of Directors. This Committee advises the Board about how to assure the comfort, dignity and
convenience of the people we cover. The Committee consists of Members covered by our health plan, In-
Network Providers and a member of our Board of Directors. The Committee may review our financial
information, and information about the nature, volume and resolution of the complaints we receive. The
Consumer Relations Committee reports directly to our Board.

Receipt of Information

We are entitled to receive from any Provider of senice information about you which is necessary to
administer claims on your behalf. By submitting an application for coverage, you have authorized every
Provider who has furnished or is furnishing care to disclose all facts, opinion or other information pertaining to
your care, treatment, and physical conditions, upon our request. You agree to assist in obtaining this
information if needed. Failure to assist us in obtaining the necessary information when requested may result
in the delay or rejection of your claims until the necessary information is received.

Network Providers are not agents or employees of ours, nor is Anthem, or any employee of Anthem, an
employee or agent of In-Network Providers.

Your health care Provider is solely responsible for all decisions regarding your care and treatment, regardless

of whether such care and treatment is a Covered Senice under this Plan. We shall not be responsible for

any claim or demand on account of damages arising out of, or in any manner connected with, any injuries

suffered by you while receiving care from any In-Network Providerorinany In-Net wor k Pr ovi der ' s

Yourin-Net wor k P rreementfa providing &€aered Senices may include financial incentives or risk
sharing relationships related to the provision of senices or Referrals to other Providers, including In-Network
Providers, Out-of-Network Providers, and disease management programs.

Reservation of Discretionary Authority

This section only applies when the interpretation of this Booklet is governed by the Employee Retirement
Income Security Act (ERISA), 29 U.S.C. 1001 et seq.

We, or anyone acting on our behalf, shall determine the administration of benefits and eligibility for
participation in such a manner that has a rational relationship to the terms set forth herein. Howewer, we, or
anyone acting on our behalf, have complete discretionto determine the administration of your benefits. Our
determination shall be final and conclusive and may include, without limitation, determination of whether the
senices, care, treatment, or supplies are Medically Necessary, Experimental / Investigational, whether
surgery is cosmetic, and whether charges are consistent with the Maximum Allowed Amount. Our decision
shall not be overturned unless determined to be arbitrary and capricious. However, a Member may utilize all
applicable complaint and appeals procedures.

We, or anyone acting on our behalf, shall have all the powers necessary or appropriate to enable us to carry
out the duties in connection with the operation and administration of the Plan. This includes, without



limitation, the power to construe the Contract, to determine all questions arising under the Booklet and to
make, establish and amend the rules, regulations, and procedures with regard to the interpretation and
administration of the provisions of this Plan. However, these powers shall be exercised in such a manner that
has reasonable relationship to the provisions of the Contract, the Booklet, Provider agreements, and
applicable state or federal laws. A specific limitation or exclusion will override more general benefit language.

Right of Recovery and Adjustment

Whenever payment has been made in error, we will have the right to recover such payment from you or, if
applicable, the Provider or otherwise make appropriate adjustment to claims. In most instances such
recovery or adjustment activity shall be limited to the calendar year in which the error is discovered.

We have owversight responsibility for compliance with Provider and vendor contracts. We may enter into a
settlement or compromise regarding enforcement of these contracts and may retain any recoveries made
from a Provider or vendor resulting from these audits if the return of the overpayment is not feasible.
Additionally, we have established recovery and adjustment policies to determine which recoveries and
adjustments are to be pursued, when to incur costs and expenses and settle or compromise recovery or
adjustment amounts. We will not pursue recowveries for overpayments or adjustments for underpayments if
the cost of the activity exceeds the overpayment or underpayment amount. We resene the right to deduct or
offset, including cross plan offsetting on In-Network claims and on Out-Of-Network claims where the Out-Of-
Network Provider agrees to cross plan offsetting, any amounts paid in error from any pending or future claim.

Termination of Providers

We will provide you with a notice of termination of a general acute Hospital from which you are receiving a
course of treatment at least sixty (60) days in advance of the effective date of termination.

Unauthorized Use of Identification Card

If you permit your Identification Card to be used by someone else or if you use the card before cowverage is in
effect or after coverage has ended, you will be liable for payment of any expenses incurred resulting from the
unauthorized use. Fraudulent misuse could also result in termination of the coverage.

Value-Added Programs

We may offer health or fitness related programs to our Members, through which you may access discounted
rates from certain vendors for products and senices available to the general public. Products and senices
available under this program are not Covered Senices under your Plan but are in addition to Plan benefits.
As such, program features are not guaranteed under your health Plan Contract and could be discontinued at
any time. We do not endorse any vendor, product or senice associated with this program. Program vendors
are solely responsible for the products and senices youreceive.

Value of Covered Services

For purposes of Recovery, rei mbursement of excess ben
Compensation or Employer Liability Law, the value of Covered Senices shall be the amount we paid for the
Cowered Senices.

Voluntary Clinical Quality Programs

We may offer additional opportunities to assist you in obtaining certain covered preventive or other care (e.g.,
well child check-ups or certain laboratory screening tests) that you have not received in the recommended
timeframe. These opportunities are called voluntary clinical quality programs. They are designed to
encourage you to get certain care when you need it and are separate from Covered Senices under your
Plan. These programs are not guaranteed and could be discontinued at any time. We will give you the
choice and if you choose to participate in one of these programs, and obtain the recommended care within
the program’s timeframe, you nmdsyrretagecceupong whichveeent i ves s
encourage you to use for health and wellness related activities or items. Under other clinical quality
programs, you may receive a home test kit that allows you to collect the specimen for certain covered
laboratory tests at home and mail it to the laboratory for processing.

You may need to pay any cost
shares that normally apply to such covered laboratory tests (e.g., those applicable to the laboratory
processing fee) but will not need to pay for the home test kit or the home visit. (If you have any questions
about whether receipt of a gift card or retailer coupon results in taxable income to you, we recommend that
you consult your tax advisor.)

Voluntary Wellness Incentive Programs

We may offer health or fitness related program options for purchase by your Group to help you achieve your
best health. These programs are not Covered Senices under your Plan, but are separate components, which
are not guaranteed under this Plan and could be discontinued at any time. If your Group has selected one of
these options to make available to all employees, you may receive non-cash or cash equivalent incentives by
participating in or completing such woluntary wellness promation programs as health assessments, weight
management or tobacco cessation coaching. Under other options a Group may select, you may receive such
incentives by achieving specified standards based on health factors under wellness programs that comply
with applicable law. If you think you might be unable to meet the standard, you might qualify for an
opportunity to earn the same reward by different means. You may contact us at the Member Senices
number on your ID card and we will work with you (and, if you wish, your Doctor) to find a wellness program
with the same reward that is right for you in light of your health status.

An unexpected Injury for which you need Covered Senvices while enrolled in this Plan. It does not include

Ambulatory Surgical Facility
A freestanding Facility, with a staff of Doctors, that:

Has permanent facilities and equipment to perform surgical procedures on an Outpatient basis;

Authorized Referral

Any type of care, including room and board, that (a) does not require the skills of professional or technical
workers; (b) is not given to you or supenised by such workers or does not meet the rules for post-Hospital
Skilled Nursing Facility care; (c) is given when you have already reached the greatest level of physical or
mental health and are not likely to improwve further.

Custodial Care includes any type of care meant to help you with activities of daily living that does not require
the skill of trained medical or paramedical workers. Examples of Custodial Care include:

Help in walking, getting in and out of bed, bathing, dressing, eating, or using the toilet,

Changing dressings of non-infected wounds, after surgery or chronic conditions,

The Facility must be licensed, accredited,
registered or approved by The Joint Commission or the Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation
Facilities (CARF), as applicable, or meet specific rules set by us.

Generally Accepted Standards of Mental Health and Substance Use Disorder Care



Standards of care and clinical practice that are generally recognized by health care providers practicing in
relevant clinical specialties such as psychiatry, psychology, clinical sociology, addiction medicine and
counseling, and behavioral health treatment pursuant to state law. Valid, evidence-based sources establishing
generally accepted standards of mental health and substance use disorder care include peer-reviewed scientific
studies and medical literature, clinical practice guidelines and recommendations of nonprofit health care
provider professional associations, specialty societies and federal government agencies, and drug labeling
approved by the United States Food and Drug Administration.

Gender Identity Disorder (Gender Dysphoria)
Gender Identity Disorder (GID), also known as Gender Dysphoria, is a formal diagnosis used by

psychologists and Physicians to describe people who experience significant dysphoria (discontent) withthe
sex they were assigned at birth and/or the gender roles associated with that sex.

Gender Transition

The process of changing one's outward appearance, including physical sex characteristics, to accord with his
or her actual gender identity.

Generic Drugs (Generic)

Prescription Drugs that we classify as Generic Drugs or that our PBM has classified as Generic Drugs
through use of an independent proprietary industry database. Generic Drugs have the same active
ingredients, must meet the same FDA rules for safety, purity and potency, and must be given in the same
form (tablet, capsule, cream) as the Brand Name Drug.

Group

The employer or other organization (e.g., association), which has an Agreement with us, Anthem, for this
Plan.

Group Contract (Contract)

The Contract between us, Anthem Blue Cross Life and Health, and the Group (also known as the Group
Benefit Agreement (Agreement)). It includes this Booklet, your application, any application or change form,
your Identification Card, any endorsements, riders or amendments, and any legal terms added by us to the
original Contract.

The Agreement is kept on file by the Group. If a conflict occurs between the Agreement and this Booklet, the
Agreement controls.

Home Health Care Agency
A Facility, licensed in the state in which itis located, that:

1 Gives skilled nursing and other senices on a visiting basis in your home; and

1 Supenises the delivery of senices under a plan prescribed and approved in writing by the attending
Doctor.



Hospice

An agency or organization providing a specialized form of interdisciplinary health care that provides palliative

care (pain control and symptom relief) and alleviates the physical, emational, social, and spiritual discomfort s

of a terminally ill person, as well as providing supp
A Hospice must be currently licensed as a Hospice pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 1747 or a

licensed Home Care Health Agency with federal Medicare certification pursuant to Health and Safety Code

Sections 1726 and 1747.1. A list of In-Network Hospices meeting these criteria is available upon request.

Hospital

Hospital is a health Facility which provides diagnosis, treatment and care of persons who need acute inpatient
Hospital care under the supenvision of Physicians, and it must be licensed to provide general acute inpatient
and outpatient senices according to state and local laws. It must also be registered as a general Hospital by
the American Hospital Association and meet accreditation standards of The Joint Commission.

The term “Hospital” includes an acute psychiatric Fac
treatment or a designated psychiatric unit of a Hospital licensed by the state to provide 24-hour acute

inpatient care. For the purpose of this Plan, the term acute psychiatric Facility also includes a psychiatric

health Facility which is an acute 24-hour Facility as defined in California Health and Safety code 1250.2. It

must be:

licensed by the California Department of Health Care Senvces,
gualified to provide short-term inpatient treatment according to state law,
accredited by The Joint Commission,
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staffed by an organized medical and professional staff which includes a Physician as medical director,
and

1 actually providing an acute level of care.

Identification Card

The card we give you that shows your Member identification, Group numbers, and the Plan you have.
Infusion Therapy

The administration of Drugs (Prescription substances) by the intravenous (into a vein), intramuscular (into a
muscle), subcutaneous (under the skin), and intrathecal (into the spinal canal) routes. For the purpose of this
Booklet, it shall alsoinclude Drugs administered by aerosol (into the lungs) and by a feeding tube.

In-Network Provider

A Provider that has a contract, either directly or indirectly, with us, or another organization, to give Covered

Senices to Members through negotiated payment arrangements under this Plan. A Provider that is In-

Inpatient

A Member who is treated as a registered bed patient in a Hospital and for whom a room and board charge is
made.

Intensive In-Home Behavioral Health Program

A range of therapy senices provided in the home to address symptoms and behaviors that, as the result of a
mental disorder or substance use disorder, put the Members and others at risk of harm.

Intensive Outpatient Program

Structured, multidisciplinary behavioral health treatment that provides a combination of individual, group and
family therapy in a program that operates no less than 3 hours per day, 3 days per week.

Interchangeable Biologic Product

A type of biological product that is licensed (approved) by FDA because it is highly similar to an already FDA-
approved biological product, known as the biological reference product (reference product), and has been
shown to have no clinically meaningful differences from the reference product. In addition to meeting the
biosimilarity standard, it is expected to produce the same clinical result as the reference product in any given
patient.

Investigational and Investigational Procedures

Procedures, treatments, supplies, devices, equipment, facilities, or drugs (all senices) that do not meet one
(1) or more of the following criteria:

1 hawe final approval from the appropriate governmental regulatory body; or

¥ hawe the credible scientific evidence published in peer-reviewed medical literature generally recognized
by the relevant medical community which permits reasonable conclusions concerning the effect of the
procedure, treatment, supply, device, equipment, facility or drug (all senices) on health outcomes; or

1 be proven materially to improve the net health outcome; or

91 be as beneficial as any established alternative; or

Partial Hospitalization Program

Pharmacy

A place licensed by state law where you can get Prescription Drugs and other medicines from a licensed
pharmacist when you have a prescription from your Doctor.

Pharmacy and Therapeutics (P&T) Process

within your Plan. The process includes health care professionals such as nurses, pharmacists, and Doctors.

Prescription Order

A written request by a Provider, as permitted by law, for a Prescription Drug or medication, and each
authorized refill.

Primary Care Physician (APCPO)

A Physician who gives or directs health care senices for you. The Physicianmay work in family/general
practice, internal medicine, pediatrics, obstetrics/gynecology, geriatrics or any other practice allowed by the
Plan. A PCP supenises, directs and gives initial care and basic medical senices to you and is in charge of
your ongoing care.

Primary Care Provider

A Physician, nurse practitioner, clinical nurse specialist, Physician assistant, or any other Provider licensed by
law and allowed under the Plan, who gives, directs or helps you get a range of health care senvices.

Provider

A professional or Facility licensed by law that gives health care senices within the scope of that license or is
permitted by California law to provide health care senices and is approved by us. Providers that deliver
Cowvered Senvices are described throughout this Booklet. If you have a question about a Provider not
described in this Booklet please call the number on the back of your Identification Card.

Psychiatric Emergency Medical Condition

A mental disorder that manifests itself by acute symptoms of sufficient severity that it renders the patient as
being either of the following:

1 Animmediate danger to himself or herself or to others.

1 Immediately unable to provide for, or utilize, food, shelter, or clothing, due to the mental disorder.
Reconstructive Surgery

A surgery that is performed to correct or repair abnormal structures of the body caused by congenital defects,
dewvelopmental abnormalities, trauma, infection, tumors or disease in order to do either of the following: (1)
improve function; or (2) create a normal appearance, to the extent possible.

or Substance Abuse conditions according to state and local laws. The facility must be fully accredited by The

Integrated Accreditation for Healthcare Organizations (NIAHO), or the Council on Accreditation (COA).

Retail Health Clinic

Skilled Nursing Facility

A Facility operated alone or with a Hospital that cares for you after a Hospital stay when you have a condition
that needs more care than you can get at home. It must be licensed by the appropriate agency and
accredited by The Joint Commission or the Bureau of Hospitals of the American Osteopathic Association, or
otherwise approved by us. A Skilled Nursing Facility gives the following:

1 Inpatient care and treatment for people who are recovering from an illness or injury;

9 Care supenised by a Doctor;

1 24 hour per day nursing care supenised by a full-time registered nurse.

A Skilled Nursing Facility is not a place mainly for care of the aged, Custodial Care or domiciliary care, a
place for rest, educational or similar senices.

Special Enrollment

A period of time in which eligible people or their dependents can enroll after the initial enrollment, typically due
toanewentsuch as marriage, birth, adopti onAdcitncg Memhee rt sh’e
section for more details.

Specialist (Specialty Care Physician / Provider or SCP)

A Specialistis a Doctor who focuses on a specific area of medicine or group of patients to diagnose, manage,
prevent, or treat certain types of symptoms and conditions.



Specialty Drugs

Drugs that may be Generic, single source Brand Drugs, or multi-source Brand Drugs that typically need close
supenvision and checking of their effect on the patient by a medical professional. These Drugs often need
special handling, such as temperature-controlled packaging and overnight delivery, and are often not
available at retail Pharmacies. They may be administered in many forms including, but not limited to,
injectable, infused, oral and inhaled.

Subscriber

An employee or member of the Group who is eligible for and has enrolled in the Plan.
Substance Abuse

Total Disability (or Totally Disabled)

A person who is unable because of the disability to engage in any occupation to which he or she is suited by
reason of training or experience, and is not in fact employed.

Urgent Care

Those senices necessary to prevent serious deterioration of your health or, in the case of pregnancy, the
health of the unborn child, resulting from an unforeseen iliness, injury, or complication of an existing condition,
including pregnancy, for which treatment cannot be delayed. Urgent Care senices are not Emergency
senices.

Urgent Care Center

A licensed health care Facility that is separate from a Hospital and whose main purpose is giving immediate,
short-term medical care, without an appointment, for Urgent Care.

Utilization Review
Evaluation of the necessity, quality, effectiveness, or efficiency of medical or behavioral health senices,

Prescription Drugs (as set forth in the section Prescription Drugs Administered by a Medical Provider),
procedures, and/or facilities.
